Today’s subject – “Satan’s Lies that Christians Love” Part 4
Before we begin, let us pray…
Father in heaven, we thank you for Jesus Christ, who is our God and our Savior. He is Lord of those who are obedient. Lord if we are obedient to your Word, no matter how it conflicts with what we thought was truth, than Jesus is the Master and Lord of our lives. Unstop our deaf ears and open our blind eyes, so that we may see that we have swallowed many of Satan’s lies, and help us turn from these numerous errors; bless us with understanding in this new year; in Jesus’ name we do pray, Amen.

In the last 3 programs I presented this new series titled, “Satan’s lies that Christians Love.” How could a serious Christian love Satan’s lies? Well if they understood the lie, they wouldn’t love it at all. But much of the Christian world has not only been embracing many of Satan’s lies, but they actually angrily defend them; and that includes most of you.

In Biggest Lie number one: The fact that Sunday is not the Lord’s Day and there is nothing holy about it, it was never blessed and is nothing more than the day made religious by the Roman Papacy in the 4th century, and the whole world bows to Rome while trampling on God’s holy, blessed and Sanctified seventh day Sabbath which God calls My Holy Day. Are you embracing Sunday as if it were holy? God says it is one of the six working days. 
In Biggest Lie number two: “What happens to a loved one when they die?” Most will say, "They go to heaven where they praise Jesus and sing in the heavenly choir." We clearly showed from the Bible that when a person dies, the breath of life leaves the body and the person becomes a dead soul with no conscious thoughts. But the majority believes the lie and that includes most of you. God is not pleased when His simple truths are rejected for Satan’s lies.
In Biggest Lie number three: We exposed this lie by showing hell-fire is future, after the millennium, no one is burning in hell fire now, but when it happens, all the lost of all the ages along with the devil and his angels will be destroyed in it and become ashes and be as though they never were. It is of short duration and is described as the second death. All 3 of these lies of Satan are loved by most Christians, including you. Why do I say that? Because what are you doing to distance yourself from those deceptions?
Well here is Biggest Lie number four: The Secret Rapture and the second chance.

Let me start by saying, there is no such thing as a secret rapture of God’s people, in fact the word rapture is not in the Bible. The pastors want their deceived flocks to believe that they will be caught up and will not have to go through the great tribulation soon to come upon this world. But Jesus said in John 17: 15 “I pray not that thou shouldest take them out of the world, but that thou shouldest keep them from the evil.” But Christians today enjoy their sins and embrace evil and Satan’s lies. God’s true people will go through the tribulation. 

As far as the companion lie to the false rapture doctrine, about a second chance, I can say on the authority of God’s word, there will be NO second chance. If you are still sinning when Jesus comes, you will be as lost as the worst sinner who ever lived. Jesus showed us that we can live a life without sinning, which means keeping the Ten Commandments, but that is only possible by the power He gives us to overcome sin as a partaker of the Divine nature.
Now here are the facts about Jesus’ second coming. There are seven truths about the second coming of Jesus:
1. It is a LITERAL event.

2. It is a PERSONAL event.

3. It is a VISIBLE event.
4. It is an AUDIBLE event.

5. It is a RESURRECTING event.

6. It is a GLORIOUS event.

7. It is a CLIMATIC and DECISIVE event.
Now I want to explain from the Bible, each of these truths. The first three are interconnected: #1. It is a literal event; #2 It is a personal event and #3. It is a visible event. It was a literal Jesus with flesh and bones that ascended into heaven. Listen to these words in Acts 1:9-11 “And when he had spoken these things, while they beheld, he was taken up; and a cloud received him out of their sight. And while they looked steadfastly toward heaven as he went up, behold, two men stood by them in white apparel; Which also said, Ye men of Galilee, why stand ye gazing up into heaven? …this same Jesus which is taken up from you into heaven, shall so come in like manner as ye have seen him go into heaven.”
It says, "they beheld" Him, "he was taken up ... out of their sight,"  they "looked," stedfastly toward heaven "gazing up into heaven," and they had "seen him go into heaven."  His ascension into heaven was a literal event! Jesus was taken up from Earth to heaven literally and personally. He went in clouds, so He will return in clouds.  "This same Jesus"—the very same Person. They saw Him go: we will see Him come back.  It's no secret event.  Jesus ascended with an actual physical body—not as some ghostly spirit or intangible essence! It’s literal and personal.
    It’s also a visual event. Look at the following in the verses we just read, “… while they beheld, … out of their sight. …while they looked … why stand ye gazing … have seen him go into heaven.” His ascension was visible and the angel said He will come in like manner.

According to Revelation 1:7 "Behold, he cometh with clouds; and every eye shall see him..." Isn't that exactly what we just read in the book of Acts? It said, "a cloud received him out of their sight." It won’t be secret, and it will be visible as every person who is alive and can see, will see Jesus when He comes the second time.

Jesus confirmed the visual event when He said this in Matthew 24:30, "And then shall appear the sign of the Son of man in heaven:  and then shall all the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming in the clouds of heaven with power and great glory." 

It’s also an audible event. In Matthew 24:31, Jesus said, "And he shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and they shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from one end of heaven to the other." The trumpet blast of victory will sound around the earth.
  Paul wrote this in 1 Thessalonians 4:16 “For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God:  and the dead in Christ shall rise first:” The shout of Jesus will wake the redeemed dead around the world and the trumpet, the most piercing of all instruments, will be heard everywhere on the planet. Paul restates this in 1 Corinthians 15:52 “In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, …” It’s not a secret coming; it’s a very noisy event.  
The fifth event is the fact that it will be a resurrecting event as we just read in 1 Thessalonians 4:16, “… the dead in Christ shall rise first:” Paul restates this in 1 Corinthians 15:52 “In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.” And so it is a resurrecting event.
And now the sixth event, He is coming gloriously. Look here at Psalms 50:3, David was a prophet. "Our God shall come and shall not keep silence: a fire shall devour before him, and it shall be very tempestuous round about him." His second coming will not be a silent one. No secret rapture here! 

In Matthew 25:31 Jesus said, “When the Son of man shall come in his glory, and all the holy angels with him, then shall he sit upon the throne of his glory:”
He also said in Matthew 16:27 “For the Son of man shall come in the glory of his Father with his angels; and then he shall reward every man according to his works.”  It will be a most glorious event.
The seventh event regarding Jesus’ second coming is that it will be both a climatic event and a decisive event. This will be a declaration from Jesus prior to His second coming, and it will announce the end of probation for this world today: Revelation 22:11, 12, "He that is unjust, let him be unjust still: and he which is filthy, let him be filthy still:  and he that is righteous, let him be righteous still: and he that is holy, let him be holy still.  And, behold, I come quickly; and my reward is with me, to give (to how many people?) every man according as his work shall be." Do you see judgment is over; Jesus has His reward for every man when He comes the second time. There is no second chance.
This is the real Bible truth about Jesus’ second coming. Why do the Sunday pastors all teach Satan’s lies about a secret rapture and a second chance? Because they have rejected God’s truth about His Holy seventh day Sabbath. Listen to what God’s word says about the truth,                       2 Thessalonians 2:10-12 “… because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved. And for this cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie: That they all might be damned who believed not the truth, but had pleasure in unrighteousness.” 
You’re not going to get a second chance to get it right. No one is going to go on sinning until Jesus comes and be saved. We need to get our lives walking in the paths of obedience now. God is calling His people back to His seventh day Sabbath. Do you really love this world so much that you will forfeit eternity for it?
