“Sabbath” Part 2  
The title of today’s sermon is: “Sabbath” Part 2

Shall we seek God’s guidance in this worship moment…?

This sermon is not going to be so much a sermon as it is going to be a teaching session. The idea is to so set up your Bible, that you can give a Bible study with no other reference material but the Bible itself.

Today we will so mark our Bibles so as to give a study on the Sabbath. Here is what you need to do. Turn to the back of your Bible and in a blank space, write SABBATH. Next to it write S1-Luke 4:16. This will be your starting point in the Bible study. Now turn in your Bible to Luke 4:16. When you have found it, write at the top of the page, S1-Luke 4:16. Next to it write S2-Exodus 20:10. Then as if you’re giving the study, read Luke 4:16 and make a statement summarizing the verse or you could ask a question.
Now tell your student that we are now going to Exodus 20:10. When you get there, write at the top of the page, S2- Exodus 20:10. Next to it, write S3- Mark 16:1, 2. Now read to your student Exodus 20:10 and make a statement. Now tell your student we will turn next to Mark 16:1, 2.

When you have found it, write at the top of the page, S3- Mark 16:1, 2. Next to it, write S4- Genesis 1:1; 2:2, 3. Now read to your student Mark 16:1, 2 and make a statement.  

Now tell your student that we are now going to Genesis 1:1; 2:2, 3. And this is the sequence you will use. Of course when you are actually giving a study, all the scriptures will be written and the Bible study will have a nice flow. From here on out, I will give all the subsequent texts and you will mark your Bibles accordingly. 
When we finish today, I will give everyone a handout with 54 Bible references to the Sabbath and most have comments or statements, or may even ask a question.

SABBATH

S1- Luke 4:16 “And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read.” (Jesus kept the seventh day Sabbath)
S2- Exodus 20:10 “But the seventh day [is] the sabbath of the LORD thy God: [in it] thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that [is] within thy gates:” (God did not make it optional, it is His Sabbath and we honor Him by keeping it)
S3- Mark 16:1, 2 “And when the sabbath was past, Mary Magdalene, and Mary the [mother] of James, and Salome, had bought sweet spices, that they might come and anoint him. And very early in the morning the first [day] of the week, they came unto the sepulchre at the rising of the sun.” (The first day of the week, Sunday, comes after the Sabbath is past)
S4- Genesis 1:1; 2:2, 3 “In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. And on the seventh day God ended his work which he had made; and he rested on the seventh day from all his work which he had made. And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it: because that in it he had rested from all his work which God created and made.” (After ending His work of creation, God did three things, He rested, He blessed the Sabbath and He sanctified it or set it apart from the six working days for holy use.)
S5- Exodus 20:8-11 “Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy. Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work:  But the seventh day [is] the sabbath of the LORD thy God: [in it] thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that [is] within thy gates:  For [in] six days the LORD made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them [is], and rested the seventh day: wherefore the LORD blessed the sabbath day, and hallowed it.”  (The fourth commandment starts off telling us not to forget the seventh day which is God’s holy Sabbath. It points us back to creation and the fact that He blessed it and made it holy) 
S6- Deuteronomy 9:10 “And the LORD delivered unto me two tables of stone written with the finger of God; and on them [was written] according to all the words, which the LORD spake with you in the mount out of the midst of the fire in the day of the assembly.” (Jesus on Mt. Sinai wrote the commandments in stone, He spoke the words.)
S7- Exodus 20:1 “And God spake all these words, saying,” (Again we are told He spoke the words of the commandments)
S8- Psalm 89:34 “My covenant will I not break, nor alter the thing that is gone out of my lips.” (The Bible teaches that God will not alter or change anything He spoken related to His covenant, the Ten Commandments being the object of His covenant) 
S9- Luke 16:17 “And it is easier for heaven and earth to pass, than one tittle of the law to fail.” (Heaven and earth have not passed, therefore not so much as a dotting of an I or a crossing of a t has changed in the Ten Commandments)
S10- Acts 17:2 “And Paul, as his manner was, went in unto them, and three sabbath days reasoned with them out of the scriptures,” (It was Paul’s custom, like Jesus, to keep the Sabbath and to teach each Sabbath) 
S11- Acts 13:13, 14 “Now when Paul and his company loosed from Paphos, they came to Perga in Pamphylia: and John departing from them returned to Jerusalem. But when they departed from Perga, they came to Antioch in Pisidia, and went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and sat down.” (The apostles did not keep Sunday, the evidence shows they were Sabbath-keepers)  
S12- Acts 16:13 “And on the sabbath we went out of the city by a river side, where prayer was wont to be made; and we sat down, and spake unto the women which resorted [thither].” (The apostles kept Sabbath in the out of doors as well)
S13- Acts 18:4, 11 “And he reasoned in the synagogue every sabbath, and persuaded the Jews and the Greeks.” “And he continued [there] a year and six months, teaching the word of God among them. (Here is evidence that Paul kept 78 Sabbaths)
S14- Isaiah 56:2, 6, 7 “Blessed [is] the man [that] doeth this, and the son of man [that] layeth hold on it; that keepeth the sabbath from polluting it, and keepeth his hand from doing any evil.” “Also the sons of the stranger, (Gentiles) that join themselves to the LORD, to serve him, and to love the name of the LORD, to be his servants, every one that keepeth the sabbath from polluting it, and taketh hold of my covenant;  Even them will I bring to my holy mountain, and make them joyful in my house of prayer: their burnt offerings and their sacrifices [shall be] accepted upon mine altar; for mine house shall be called an house of prayer for all people.” (The Sabbath was inclusive for all to keep, Gentiles as well as we see in the next verses) 
S15- Acts 13:42, 44 “And when the Jews were gone out of the synagogue, the Gentiles besought that these words might be preached to them the next sabbath.” “And the next sabbath day came almost the whole city together to hear the word of God.” (Gentiles and Jews were hungry to hear the word Paul preached on the Sabbath) 
S16- Genesis 2:3 “And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it: because that in it he had rested from all his work which God created and made.” (Notice, God put His blessing on only one day, never on any of the other six working days.)
S17- Exodus 20:11 “For [in] six days the LORD made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them [is], and rested the seventh day: wherefore the LORD blessed the sabbath day, and hallowed it.” (The blessing of the Sabbath is emphasized in the actual commandment. When God blesses, how long does the blessing last?)  
S18- 1 Chronicles 17:27 “Now therefore let it please thee to bless the house of thy servant, that it may be before thee for ever: for thou blessest, O LORD, and [it shall be] blessed for ever.” (The blessing last is forever. In the current earthly realm, forever is as long as a man lives. But in eternity where God dwells, His blessing is eternal. The blessing on the seventh day was for eternity.)  
S19- Matthew 24:20 ”But pray ye that your flight be not in the winter, neither on the sabbath day:” (This statement of Jesus was prophetic because He was talking about a time almost 40 years in the future, 70 AD. Since Jesus was talking about the Sabbath 40 years in the future, then it could not have ended at the cross or the resurrection.)
S20- Mark 15:37, 42 “And Jesus cried with a loud voice, and gave up the ghost.” “And now when the even was come, because it was the preparation, that is, the day before the sabbath,” (Notice, Jesus died on the 6th day; commonly called the ‘preparation day,’ the day we call Friday and the Christian world calls Good Friday. It was the day before the Sabbath.)   

S21- Luke 23:56 “And they returned, and prepared spices and ointments; and rested the sabbath day according to the commandment.” (Jesus was carried to the tomb, the women went to see where the tomb was that He was to be laid in, and then they went home before sundown to keep the Sabbath, the day we now call Friday night and extending into Saturday the light part.) 
S22- Mark 16:1 “And when the sabbath was past, Mary Magdalene, and Mary the [mother] of James, and Salome, had bought sweet spices, that they might come and anoint him.” (Once the sun set on Saturday evening, the Sabbath was past and the dark part of the first day began.) 

S23- Mark 16:9 “Now when [Jesus] was risen early the first [day] of the week, he appeared first to Mary Magdalene, out of whom he had cast seven devils.” (Jesus rose on the dark part of the first day of the week, which would have been any time after the sun set on what we call Saturday evening.)
S24- Acts 1:1-3 “The former treatise have I made, O Theophilus, of all that Jesus began both to do and teach, Until the day in which he was taken up, after that he through the Holy Ghost had given commandments unto the apostles whom he had chosen: To whom also he showed himself alive after his passion by many infallible proofs, being seen of them forty days, and speaking of the things pertaining to the kingdom of God:” (Jesus never gave a command to keep the first day holy, nor did He ever hint that there would be a change in the Sabbath.)
S25- Isaiah 66:22, 23 “For as the new heavens and the new earth, which I will make, shall remain before me, saith the LORD, so shall your seed and your name remain.  And it shall come to pass, [that] from one new moon to another, and from one sabbath to another, shall all flesh come to worship before me, saith the LORD.” (This is the verse which shows the same seventh day Sabbath is eternal and we will worship God in the New Jerusalem every Sabbath.)   

S26- Isaiah 58:1, 13 “Cry aloud, spare not, lift up thy voice like a trumpet, and show my people their transgression, and the house of Jacob their sins.” “If thou turn away thy foot from the sabbath, [from] doing thy pleasure on my holy day; and call the sabbath a delight, the holy of the LORD, honourable; and shalt honour him, not doing thine own ways, nor finding thine own pleasure, nor speaking [thine own] words:” (Verse 1 is a call to all for God’s obedient people who live in the end time, to call His people in all denominations, back to keeping the Sabbath [verse 13] the day God calls ‘My Holy Day;’ which would be the true Lord’s Day. Also, the house of Jacob is spiritual Israel that should be keeping the Sabbath, but are desecrating it as well as those sincere people in the churches of Babylon.)
S27- Matthew 12:8 “For the Son of man is Lord even of the sabbath day.”  (Jesus Himself identified the Sabbath as the Lord’s Day. There is no such scripture in the entire Bible that links the Lord to the first day of the week.)
S28- Revelation 1:10 “I was in the Spirit on the Lord's day, and heard behind me a great voice, as of a trumpet,” (John could only have meant the seventh day Sabbath.)
S29- Romans 6:3-6 “Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death? Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be also [in the likeness] of [his] resurrection: Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with [him], that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.” (We know that sin is the transgression of the law [1 John 3:4] and breaking the Sabbath is serving sin)
S30- John 14:15 If ye love me, keep my commandments. (Jesus made this statement and He spoke and wrote His Ten Commandments on Sinai) Exodus 20:6 “And showing mercy unto thousands of them that love me, and keep my commandments.” (John 14:15, Jesus was repeating what He wrote in the second commandment.) 
S31- Daniel 7:25 “And he shall speak [great] words against the most High, and shall wear out the saints of the most High, and think to change times and laws: and they shall be given into his hand until a time and times and the dividing of time.” (The little horn power, the Papacy, is prophesied to change God’s laws)
S32- Matthew 15:6, 9 “And honour not his father or his mother, [he shall be free]. Thus have ye made the commandment of God of none effect by your tradition.”  “But in vain they do worship me, teaching [for] doctrines the commandments of men.” (The Pharisees were supposed to take care of their aging parents, however they diverted the funds to the temple and it became a tradition. They were disobeying the 5th commandment, however today tradition has replaced the fourth commandment and Jesus calls it vain worship)
S33- “Her priests have violated my law, and have profaned mine holy things: they have put no difference between the holy and profane, neither have they showed [difference] between the unclean and the clean, and have hid their eyes from my sabbaths, and I am profaned among them.  And her prophets have daubed them with untempered [mortar], seeing vanity, and divining lies unto them, saying, Thus saith the Lord GOD, when the LORD hath not spoken.” (Priests in this verse refer to all the religious leaders which include pastors and conference officials of all denominations. In spite of the clear teaching of the seventh day Sabbath, they continue to hide their eyes and embrace the counterfeit Sabbath.)
S34- Numbers 23:20 “Behold, I have received [commandment] to bless: and he hath blessed; and I cannot reverse it.” (Man cannot remove the blessing from what God has blessed)

S35- Deuteronomy 4:2 “Ye shall not add unto the word which I command you, neither shall ye diminish [ought] from it, that ye may keep the commandments of the LORD your God which I command you.” (It is a stern warning from God that no man should change scripture with additions or subtractions.)
S36- Proverbs 30:5, 6 Every word of God [is] pure: he [is] a shield unto them that put their trust in him. Add thou not unto his words, lest he reprove thee, and thou be found a liar. (To change Scripture, God calls the offender a liar, and Revelation 21:8 says ALL LIARS will die the second death.)
S37- Exodus 20:8 “Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy.” (Remember simply means do not forget. But most of Christendom has forgotten as they wander aimlessly in the darkness of Satan’s deceptions.)
S38- Ezekiel 20:12, 20 “Moreover also I gave them my sabbaths, to be a sign between me and them, that they might know that I [am] the LORD that sanctify them.” “And hallow my sabbaths; and they shall be a sign between me and you, that ye may know that I [am] the LORD your God.” (God has signified His true obedient people as Sabbath keepers.)  

S39- Exodus 31:13, 17 “Speak thou also unto the children of Israel, saying, Verily my sabbaths ye shall keep: for it [is] a sign between me and you throughout your generations; that [ye] may know that I [am] the LORD that doth sanctify you.” “It [is] a sign between me and the children of Israel for ever: for [in] six days the LORD made heaven and earth, and on the seventh day he rested, and was refreshed.” (That includes Christians who comprise spiritual Israel today.)
S40- Isaiah 58:13, 14 “If thou turn away thy foot from the sabbath, [from] doing thy pleasure on my holy day; and call the sabbath a delight, the holy of the LORD, honourable; and shalt honour him, not doing thine own ways, nor finding thine own pleasure, nor speaking [thine own] words: Then shalt thou delight thyself in the LORD; and I will cause thee to ride upon the high places of the earth, and feed thee with the heritage of Jacob thy father: for the mouth of the LORD hath spoken [it].” (When Christians stop trampling God’s Sabbath and start keeping it, there is a blessing in store)

S41- 1 John 3:4 “Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for sin is the transgression of the law.” (So sin is commandment breaking)
S42- Romans 6:23 “For the wages of sin [is] death; but the gift of God [is] eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.” (The penalty for un-confessed, un-forgiven sin is the second death)
S43- James 2:10 “For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet offend in one [point], he is guilty of all.”  (So breaking the Sabbath makes one a 10 commandment breaker)

S44- 1 Peter 2:21 “For even hereunto were ye called: because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that ye should follow his steps:” (His example to us was that He kept the Sabbath)

S45- Hebrews 5:9 “And being made perfect, he became the author of eternal salvation unto all them that obey him;” (It is not grace versus obedience, grace demands obedience. All who have ever lived are under grace and are expected to keep God’s Law in the power available from heaven. God required Adam and Eve to obey His commands so as to eventually remove the conditional immortality and receive permanent immortality. God is not taking sin back to heaven. We must overcome sin in this life in order to be trusted with eternal salvation.)  

S46- 2 Timothy 2:15 “Study to show thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.” (Without faithful study of God’s Word, we are prone to accept deception and eventually the mark of the beast.)
S47- Ezekiel 22:26, 31 “Her priests have violated my law, and have profaned mine holy things: they have put no difference between the holy and profane, neither have they showed [difference] between the unclean and the clean, and have hid their eyes from my sabbaths, and I am profaned among them.” “Therefore have I poured out mine indignation upon them; I have consumed them with the fire of my wrath: their own way have I recompensed upon their heads, saith the Lord GOD.” (The time of God’s mercy and grace will soon run out and the God of justice will pour out His seven last plagues on the willfully disobedient.)
S48- Mark 7:7-13 “Howbeit in vain do they worship me, teaching [for] doctrines the commandments of men. For laying aside the commandment of God, ye hold the tradition of men, [as] the washing of pots and cups: and many other such like things ye do. And he said unto them, Full well ye reject the commandment of God, that ye may keep your own tradition. For Moses said, Honour thy father and thy mother; and, Whoso curseth father or mother, let him die the death: But ye say, If a man shall say to his father or mother, [It is] Corban, that is to say, a gift, by whatsoever thou mightest be profited by me; [he shall be free]. And ye suffer him no more to do ought for his father or his mother; Making the word of God of none effect through your tradition, which ye have delivered: and many such like things do ye.” (Setting aside a commandment of God for a traditional belief, God calls VAIN worship. Sunday is nothing but a tradition. It is not holy, nor is it blessed by God. Sunday is vain worship; Jesus said so Himself.) 

S49- John 14:15 “If ye love me, keep my commandments.” (Love used here is an action verb, not a feeling)
S 50- Matthew 15:8  “This people draweth nigh unto me with their mouth, and honoureth me with [their] lips; but their heart is far from me.” (Lip service is meaningless. If one truly loves Jesus, they will follow His example and keep His Sabbath.) 
S51- James 4:17 “Therefore to him that knoweth to do good, and doeth [it] not, to him it is sin.” (When a person has been witnessed to regarding God’s true Sabbath, they cannot plead ignorance, to willfully reject it is willful sin.) 
S52- Revelation 22:14 Blessed [are] they that do his commandments, that they may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city. (Commandment keepers only, not willful violators of God’s commandments shall enter through those gates.)
S53- Revelation 14:12 Here is the patience of the saints: here [are] they that keep the commandments of God, and the faith of Jesus.

S54- 1 John 2:3, 4 And hereby we do know that we know him, if we keep his commandments. He that saith, I know him, and keepeth not his commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him.  

If you follow this Bible marking plan, you will find that you have an amazed student who wonders how you became so knowledgeable, all glory to God.
