Today’s subject – “Satan’s Lies that Christians Love” Part 5
Before we begin, let us pray…
Father in heaven, once again we thank you for our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ, who is Lord of those who are obedient. Unstop our deaf ears and open our blind eyes, so that we may see that we have swallowed many of Satan’s lies, and help us turn from these numerous errors; bless us with understanding in this new year; in Jesus’ name we do pray, Amen.

In the last 4 programs I presented, “Satan’s lies that Christians Love.” If you have been listening you would realize that much of the Christian world has not only been embracing many of Satan’s lies, but they actually are defending them as if they were true.

In Biggest Lie number one: We uncovered the fact that Sunday is not the Lord’s Day and there is nothing holy about it. It is saying that God is wrong and the Roman Papacy was right, and the whole world bows to Rome while trampling on God’s holy, blessed and sanctified seventh day Sabbath which God calls My Holy Day. Are you embracing Sunday as if it were holy? God says it is one of the six working days. 
In Biggest Lie number two: “What happens to a loved one when they die?” Most will say, "They go to heaven where they praise Jesus and sing in the heavenly choir." We clearly showed from the Bible that when a person dies, the breath of life leaves the body and the person becomes a dead soul with no conscious thoughts. But the majority believes the lie and that includes most of you. God is not pleased when His simple truths are rejected for Satan’s lies.
In Biggest Lie number three: We exposed the fact that hell-fire is future, after the millennium, no one is burning in hell fire now, but when it happens, all the lost of all the ages along with the devil and his angels will be destroyed in it and become ashes and be as though they never were. It is of short duration and is described as the second death. 
In Biggest Lie number four: We exposed the Secret Rapture and the second chance to be a bogus fraud. We gave 7 events all backed up with scripture as to what the real second coming of Jesus will be like. All 4 of these lies of Satan are loved by most Christians, including you. Why do I say that? Because what are you doing to distance yourself from those deceptions? You’re going to keep going to the same church to hear the same lies for your favorite pastors.
And today, the Biggest Lie number five: Pastors have stood in pulpits across America and have said the Ten Commandments were nailed to the cross. We will show from God’s word, the real truth about who really comes under grace and what law was nailed to the cross. 
First let me say this. Everyone before the cross and everyone after the cross are saved by the same method. Ephesians 2:8, 9 “For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: Not of works, lest any man should boast.” That my friends, is the basis of salvation. You can do nothing to earn salvation as Jesus did everything. But there are conditions to salvation. #1. You must believe in Jesus. When convicted of sin by the Holy Spirit you must #2. repent and #3. confess those sins. #4. You must be baptized and now that you are in a saved condition, you must #5. keep the commandments.
Being saved by grace is the basis of salvation and we as followers must meet the conditions as well. #1. Believe in Jesus. Can I be saved if I don’t believe in Jesus? #2. I must repent. Can I be saved if I do not repent? No way. #3. I must confess my sins. Can I be saved if I do not confess? No chance. #4. I must be baptized. Can I be saved if I refuse baptism? Jesus said you must be born again. #5. Can I be saved if I am willfully breaking any of God’s commandments? The answer is no. All 5 of these requirements are conditions to salvation. Sin is the transgression of the law 1 John 3:4. When God rid heaven of Satan and his angels, he had no intentions of bringing any sinners back into heaven to pollute it once more. He will save only those who are safe to save.

Revelation 14:12 says, “Here is the patience of the saints: here [are] they that keep the commandments of God, and the faith of Jesus.” 

Paul said in Romans 2:13 “(For not the hearers of the law [are] just before God, but the doers of the law shall be justified.” So those who hear these sermons with call to obedience to God’s law will never be justified if they are hearers only. Paul says the doers are justified. God requires faithful commandment keeping. Not in order to be saved, but because He made the provision to be saved. 
In the last chapter of Revelation, 22:14 it says, “Blessed [are] they that do his commandments, that they may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city.”
Willful commandment breakers will never go to heaven. Jesus said so in Matthew 7:21-23. “Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven. Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works? And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniquity.” What is iniquity? It is transgressing God’s law; it is sinning.
What did Jesus mean when He said, “… he that doeth the will of my Father …?” The answer is in Psalm 40:8 “I delight to do thy will, O my God: yea, thy law is within my heart.” Do you see God’s law is in the heart and a true Christian would rather die than sin against God? It was because of sin, transgressing God’s law that Jesus had to die. Never think for one minute, that His death frees you to continue sinning.
Listen to what God wrote through the prophet Ezekiel in Ezekiel 33:13, “When I shall say to the righteous, [that] he shall surely live; if he trust to his own righteousness, and commit iniquity, all his righteousnesses shall not be remembered; but for his iniquity that he hath committed, he shall die for it.”
Psalm 119:172 says, “My tongue shall speak of thy word: for all thy commandments are righteousness.”  Christ is righteousness and all His commandments are righteousness, especially the 4th that God commands us to remember His seventh day Sabbath. Why, because it is the only one that contains the seal of God.
Psalm 119:165 says, “Great peace have they which love thy law: and nothing shall offend them.” But those who are breaking God’s law will not know peace. 

John said in 1 John 2:3, “And hereby we do know that we know him, if we keep his commandments.” John is saying keeping His commandments is the evidence that we know Jesus. But verse 4 says,
  2:4 “He that saith, I know him, and keepeth not his commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him.” You may have never considered commandment-keeping important, but it is a determining factor as to whether or not you are really saved.

So which law was nailed to the cross? Certainly not the Ten Commandments as they are the standard used in the judgment. Not only that, they are a reflection of the character of God. They never pointed to the cross, however they point back to creation, and they are eternal.

It was the Law of Moses that was added because of transgression. They included the laws and ordinances that pertained to sacrifice and ceremony and they pointed to the cross. Before the cross, it was necessary to bring a lamb, which represented Jesus, confess your sins on its head, thereby transferring your sins to the innocent lamb, and then by your hand you must cut its throat that it must die. 
Paul said in Romans 6:23 “For the wages of sin [is] death;” Wages means payment. So the sinner must die, or a sinless substitute. Before the cross it was the animals representing Jesus. But at the cross, the Lamb of God paid for all the sins of those before and those in the future. There was no more need to sacrifice animals, so that part of the Law of Moses and all those ceremonies including the feast days, was nailed to the cross.

My brothers and my sisters in Christ, I don’t care what church you belong to as your denomination is not going to save you. In Isaiah 58:1, which is a chapter for our time in 2013, it says, “Cry aloud, spare not, lift up thy voice like a trumpet, and show my people their transgression, and the house of Jacob their sins.” That’s what God has called me to do. To cry aloud and spare not; to show His people their transgression. You are God’s people and your transgression is breaking God’s 4th commandment every Saturday 52 weeks every year. He calls you “My People.” He wants you to listen. In that same chapter and verse 12 it says, “And thou shalt be called, The repairer of the breach, The restorer of paths to dwell in.” What is the breach? It was done in the 4th century after Christ when the Papacy of Rome changed God’s law by throwing out the 4th commandment seventh day Sabbath and making the first day of the week replace God’s Sabbath day. That only pleased Satan. 

Now look in that same chapter what God says to this generation today, verse 13, “If thou turn away thy foot from the sabbath, [from] doing thy pleasure on my holy day; and call the sabbath a delight, the holy of the LORD, honourable; and shalt honour him, not doing thine own ways, nor finding thine own pleasure, nor speaking [thine own] words:” God is saying, stop trampling on My Sabbath which He calls “My holy day.”
You are held accountable for what you have heard. Hosea 4:6 says, “My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge: because thou hast rejected knowledge, I will also reject thee, that thou shalt be no priest to me: seeing thou hast forgotten the law of thy God, I will also forget thy children.” The 4th commandment is the only one that says Remember the Sabbath day to keep it holy. And God said through Hosea “… thou hast forgotten the law of thy God.”
Here is God’s message to you in Revelation 18:4, “Come out of her, my people, that ye be not partakers of her sins, and that ye receive not of her plagues.”
