My brothers and sisters, our talk today will be the conclusion of last week’s sermon,
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Adventism in Crisis – Part 2 of 2.         Shall we pray…

I will do a short review and then we will look at several of the problems causing this crisis,
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Primarily, The New Theology, which is nothing more than The Old Errors. 
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As stated last week, the choices you make as to what doctrine you embrace can have eternal consequences. We need to know if it is true Bible doctine that is free from error or is it the New Theology which mixes a little truth with error.
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Once again, Our Only Safety is to be plugged in to God’s Word, so let us read together 2 Timothy 2:15, “Study to show thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.”
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Last week we talked about Augustine’s theological concepts, and how his pagan background helped him form errors such as: Predestination ; Once Saved, Always Saved ; Sin and Live ; Christ Had the Unfallen Nature of Adam & the Catholic Church’s blasphemous doctrine of the Immaculate Conception.
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Much of the unscriptural Augustinian heresies can be found in the doctrines of most of Protestantism today. Especially Once Saved, Always Saved; Sin and Live; and the Unfallen Nature of Adam
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The Spirit of Prophecy warned, “Be not deceived; many will depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits and doctrines of devils. We have now before us the alpha of this danger. The omega will be of a most startling nature.”  {1SM 197.4}
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Dudley M. Canright, Dr. John Harvey Kellogg, Albion Ballenger, A.T. Jones, Fletcher and Grieve were some of the brilliant men of great influence, who once were defenders of the faith, only to openly spurn the church of God and the doctrines, only to leave it for the clever counterfeit teachings.
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There is no question that we have been in the Omega of Apostasy as we look at all the compromises made and the attempt of the church to conform to the world, and to be like the churches of Babylon. But nothing is so damaging as the change in doctrines, by mixing truth with enough error, so as to catch the unaware in Satan’s many traps which lead to ultimate loss of eternal life.
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And the dragon was wroth with the woman, and went to make war with the remnant of her seed, which keep the commandments of God, and have the testimony of Jesus Christ. Revelation 12:17
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As I stated last week, from my studies, I believe the Omega of Apostasy will find these two prongs of Satan’s attack at its foundation. New Theology doctrines which combine truth with a little, almost undetectable error.  And we looked at the origin of all Bible versions and noted through a comparison of scriptures, how to detect if your version is from the
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eastern world, the Greek and Syrian texts from the 5th century, which come down to us in an unbroken chain of accuracy preserved by the hand of God. 
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Or if your version came from the altered manuscripts, the source used most frequently by Bible translators. 
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It was Satan’s plan to destroy the historic Bible-based Adventist doctrines by flooding the market place with many new versions, thereby making the doctrines difficult to prove. Nothing pleases the arch-deceiver more than to pervert and alter the word of scripture. 
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God has put the most fearful condemnation upon those who would alter scripture.  Revelation 22:19 “And if any man shall take away from the words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the book of life, and out of the holy city, and from the things which are written in this book.”
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We discussed the two most famous of the  counterfeit manuscripts are the Codex Vaticanus, and the Codex Sinaticus. These two manuscripts date to the fourth century and since they precede the Greek texts by about a century, two leading British Bible scholars of the 19th century, Bishop Wescott and Dr. Hort, put forth the theory that the older the version, the more accurate it must be.
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Unfortunately the vast majority of today’s translations accept the theory of  Bishop Wescott and Dr. Hort, and therefore based their translations on the corrupted manuscripts. This is true of the Revised Standard Version, the New English Version, the New International Version and numerous others.
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Last week we looked at two texts of scripture that clearly identifies if the translators of a new version used the counterfeit manuscripts. The first was 1 John 5:7. The KJV testifies to the fact that Jesus, the Word is God. The Gnostics could not accept Jesus as God, so they deleted the 7th verse and split the 8th verse into the 7th and 8th, as seen here in the RSV and NIV. And this would be true of all versions that used the counterfeit manuscripts.
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In the second one, 1 Timothy 3:16, the KJV clearly states that God was manifest in the flesh, whereas the RSV and the NIV substitute the word “He” for God. Again for the same reason, the 4th century counterfeiters altered the manuscripts because they could not equate Jesus as God. In a little while I will provide some additional texts.
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Last week we looked at the compromise that was made in doctrine in two key areas, with the 1957 publication of the book, “Questions on Doctrine”, namely the nature of Christ and the consequent view on Righteousness by Faith. Many SDA’s felt that the Adventist views of the mark of the beast, Babylon, the Sanctuary and the Spirit of Prophecy were seriously muted.  
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Fortunately, by the mid 1970’s publication was halted and the aberrant position since the publication of Questions on Doctrine was correctly stated in the Adventist Review, with an appropriate disclaimer of the errors and support from the Spirit of Prophecy. 
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We also discussed the impact that these two men have had on the church, worldwide and it has been devastating, but especially to the many thousands of precious souls who have been drawn away by their intoxicating doctrinal positions. Once they were brilliant defenders of the faith, then they changed their positions on most of the doctrines, and to this day they live by their deceptions.
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The Testimony of Jesus is:  “Many a star that we  have admired for its brilliance will then go out in darkness.” --Prophets and Kings, page  188.
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That completes our review, now we will study many of the New Theology doctrines and the true doctrinal position from scripture. We will look at 16 of them today. You will not need to take notes, as everything pertaining to the New Theology on screen will be in the handouts following the sermon.
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NEW THEOLOGY TEACHES: 1. Predestination- Says man’s eternity is predestinated by God – No Biblical support for such a doctrine!

The Bible teaches: Man chooses his eternal destiny
· Joshua 24:15    And if it seem evil unto you to serve the LORD, choose you this day whom ye will serve; whether the gods which your fathers served that were on the other side of the flood, or the gods of the Amorites, in whose land ye dwell: but as for me and my house, we will serve the LORD.  

· Matthew 23:37   O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, thou that killest the prophets, and stonest them which are sent unto thee, how often would I have gathered thy children together, even as a hen gathereth her chickens under her wings, and ye would not! 

· Ezekiel 18:4,20,21,24  Behold, all souls are mine; as the soul of the father, so also the soul of the son is mine: the soul that sinneth, it shall die. The soul that sinneth, it shall die. The son shall not bear the iniquity of the father, neither shall the father bear the iniquity of the son: the righteousness of the righteous shall be upon him, of the righteous shall be upon him, and the wickedness of the wicked shall be upon him, and the wickedness 
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     of the wicked shall be upon him.  But if the wicked will turn from all his sins that he hath            committed, and keep all my statutes, and do that which is lawful and right, he shall surely live, he shall not die. But when the righteous turneth away from his righteousness, and committeth iniquity, and doeth according to all the abominations that the wicked man doeth, shall he live? All his righteousness that he hath done shall not be mentioned: in his trespass that he hath trespassed, and in his sin that he hath sinned, in them shall he die.  
· Revelation 22:17   And the Spirit and the bride say, Come. And let him that heareth say, Come. And let him that is athirst come. And whosoever will, let him take the water of life freely.
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NEW THEOLOGY TEACHES: 2. Once-Saved-Always-Saved- Says that once you receive Jesus as Lord and Savior, you are justified and can never be lost regardless of your choices – No Biblical support for such a doctrine!   The Bible teaches: Conditional Salvation   

· Deuteronomy 7:9   Know therefore that the LORD thy God, he is God, the faithful God, which keepeth covenant and mercy with them that love him and keep his commandments to a thousand generations; 
· Joshua 22:5  But take diligent heed to do the commandment and the law, which Moses the servant of the LORD charged you, to love the LORD your God, and to walk in all his ways, and to keep his commandments, and to cleave unto him, and to serve him with all your heart and with all your soul.
· James 1:12  Blessed is the man that endureth temptation: for when he is tried, he shall receive the crown of life, which the Lord hath promised to them that love him.

· John 3:16  For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. 
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· John 14:15  If ye love me, keep my commandments.  
· Acts 16:31 And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved, and thy house.  
· 1 John 1:7  But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin.  
· 1 John 5:1-5  Whosoever believeth that Jesus is the Christ is born of God: and every one that loveth him that begat loveth him also that is begotten of him.   By this we know that we love the children of God, when we love God, and keep his commandments.   For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous.   For whatsoever is born of God overcometh the world: and this is the victory that overcometh the world, even our faith.   Who is he that overcometh the world, but he that believeth that Jesus is the Son of God?
· Psalm 103:11,13,17,18  For as the heaven is high above the earth, so great is his mercy toward them that fear him.  Like as a father pitieth his children, so the LORD pitieth them that fear him. But the mercy of the LORD is from everlasting to everlasting
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     upon them that fear him, and his righteousness unto children's children;   To such as keep his                                                                                      covenant, and to those that remember his commandments to do them.  

· Matthew 19:16,17 And, behold, one came and said unto him, Good Master, what good thing shall I do, that I may have eternal life?  And he said unto him, Why callest thou me good? there is none good but one, that is, God: but if thou wilt enter into life, keep the commandments.

· Ezekiel 18:24   But when the righteous turneth away from his righteousness, and committeth iniquity, and doeth according to all the abominations that the wicked man doeth, shall he live? All his righteousness that he hath done shall not be mentioned: in his trespass that he hath trespassed, and in his sin that he hath sinned, in them shall he die.  

· Galatians 2:17,18  But if, while we seek to be justified by Christ, we ourselves also are found sinners, is therefore Christ the minister of sin? God forbid.  For if I build again the things which I destroyed, I make myself a transgressor.

· Exodus 20:6    And showing mercy unto thousands of them that love me, and keep my commandments.
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NEW THEOLOGY TEACHES: 3. Sin and Live or “I’m gonna go on sinning until Jesus comes” – No Biblical support for such a doctrine! The Bible teaches: Saints can and will have victory over sin now 

· 1 Peter 1:22,23  Seeing ye have purified your souls in obeying the truth through the Spirit unto unfeigned love of the brethren, see that ye love one another with a pure heart fervently:  Being born again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, by the word of God, which liveth and abideth for ever.


· Titus 2:14  Who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works.  

· 1 Corinthians 10:13  There hath no temptation taken you but such as is common to man: but God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted above that ye are able; but will with the temptation also make a way to escape, that ye may be able to bear it.

· John 5:14  Afterward Jesus findeth him in the temple, and said unto him, Behold, thou art made whole: sin no more, lest a worse thing come unto thee.
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· 1 Corinthians 15:43  It is sown in dishonour; it is raised in glory: it is sown in weakness; it is raised in power:  

· 1 John 2:1  My little children, these things write I unto you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous:  

· Philippians 4:13    I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me.  

· 1 John 5:2,3  By this we know that we love the children of God, when we love God, and keep his commandments.  For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous.  

· 1 John 3:9  Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God.  

· Jeremiah 31:31-33 Behold, the days come, saith the LORD, that I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel, and with the house of Judah:   Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to bring them out of the land of Egypt; which my covenant they brake, although I was an husband unto them, saith the LORD: But this shall be
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    the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel; After those days, saith the LORD, I will put      my law in their inward parts, and write it in their hearts; and will be their God, and they shall be my people.  
· Jeremiah 1:12  Then said the LORD unto me, Thou hast well seen: for I will hasten my word to perform it.  
· Romans 8:9  But ye are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if so be that the Spirit of God dwell in you. Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his.  
· Romans 12:2  And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.  
· Galatians 5:16  This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh.  
· Ephesians 2:4-6  But God, who is rich in mercy, for his great love wherewith he loved us,   Even when we were dead in sins, hath quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;)   And hath raised us up together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus: 
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· Ephesians  5:27  That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish.

· Hebrews 8:10  For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, and write them in their hearts: and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people:

· Hebrews 10:16  This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the Lord, I will put my laws into their hearts, and in their minds will I write them;  

· Jude 24  Now unto him that is able to keep you from falling, and to present you faultless before the presence of his glory with exceeding joy, 
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NEW THEOLOGY TEACHES: 4. Man was born with original sin – No Biblical support for such a doctrine!
The Bible teaches: Man is born with evil tendencies

· Isaiah 64:6  But we are all as an unclean thing, and all our righteousnesses are as filthy rags; and we all do fade as a leaf; and our iniquities, like Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:  the wind, have taken us away.  
· Romans 3:10  As it is written, There is none righteous, no, not one:  
· Romans 3:23  For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;  
· Romans 5:12  Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:  
· Romans 7:23  But I see another law in my members, warring against the law of my mind, and bringing me into captivity to the law of sin which is in my members.
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· Psalm 51:5  Behold, I was shapen in iniquity, and in sin did my mother conceive me.  

· Ephesians 2:1-3  And you hath he quickened, who were dead in trespasses and sins:  Wherein in time past ye walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that now worketh in the children of disobedience:  Among whom also we all had our conversation in times past in the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the mind; and were by nature the children of wrath, even as others.  

· Romans 8:5-7  For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit.  For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace.  Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be. 
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 NEW THEOLOGY TEACHES: 5. Christ was born in sinless flesh – No Biblical support for such a doctrine! 
The Bible teaches: Christ was born sanctified but in sinful flesh

· Romans 1:3  Concerning his Son Jesus Christ our Lord, which was made of the seed of David according to the flesh;  

· Romans 8:3  For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh: 

· Hebrews 2:4-18  God also bearing them witness, both with signs and wonders, and with divers miracles, and gifts of the Holy Ghost, according to his own will?  For unto the angels hath he not put in subjection the world to come, whereof we speak.   But one in a certain place testified, saying, What is man, that thou art mindful of him? or the son of man, that thou visitest him? Thou madest him a little lower than the angels; thou crownedst him with glory and honour, and didst set him over the works of thy hands:  Thou hast put all things in subjection under his feet. For in that he put all in subjection under him, he left nothing that is not put under him. But now we see not yet all things put under him. But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the
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angels for the suffering of death, crowned with glory and honour; that he by the grace of God should taste death for every man.   For it became him, for whom are all things, and by whom are all things, in bringing many sons unto glory, to make the captain of their salvation perfect through sufferings. For both he that sanctifieth and they who are sanctified are all of one: for which cause he is not ashamed to call them brethren,   Saying, I will declare thy name unto my brethren, in the midst of the church will I sing praise unto thee.   And again, I will put my trust in him. And again, Behold I and the children which God hath given me.   Forasmuch then as the children are partakers of flesh and blood, he also himself likewise took part of the same; that through death he might destroy him that had the power of death, that is, the devil;   And deliver them who through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to bondage.  For verily he took not on him the nature of angels; but he took on him the seed of Abraham.   Wherefore in all things it behoved him to be made like unto his brethren, that he might be a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, to make reconciliation for the sins of the people. For in that he himself hath suffered being tempted, he is able to succour them that are tempted. 
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NEW THEOLOGY TEACHES: 6. Christ is our substitute, but can not be our example - No Biblical support for such a doctrine! 
The Bible teaches: Christ is both our substitute and our example

· 1 John 3:3  And every man that hath this hope in him purifieth himself, even as he is pure.
· Hebrews 4:15,16  For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.  Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.
· 1 Peter 2:21-23  For even hereunto were ye called: because Christ also suffered for us, leaving us an example, that ye should follow his steps:  Who did no sin, neither was guile found in his mouth:  Who, when he was reviled, reviled not again; when he suffered, he threatened not; but committed himself to him that judgeth righteously:  
· Isaiah 53:4,5  Surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted.  But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed. 
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· 1 Corinthians 15:3,22  For I delivered unto you first of all that which I also received, how that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures;  For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive.  
· Matthew 26:28  For this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.
· Hebrews 9:28  So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many; and unto them that look for him shall he appear the second time without sin unto salvation.  
· 1 John 3:5-7  And ye know that he was manifested to take away our sins; and in him is no sin.   Whosoever abideth in him sinneth not: whosoever sinneth hath not seen him, neither known him.   Little children, let no man deceive you: he that doeth righteousness is righteous, even as he is righteous.  
· Acts 20:28 Take heed therefore unto yourselves, and to all the flock, over the which the Holy Ghost hath made you overseers, to feed the church of God, which he hath purchased with his own blood. 

· 1 Peter 1:18,19  Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed with corruptible things, as silver and gold, from your vain conversation
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received by tradition from your fathers;  But with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot:  

· 1 John 1:7  But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son cleanseth us from all sin.

· Romans 5:6  For when we were yet without strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly.

· Acts 3:26  Unto you first God, having raised up his Son Jesus, sent him to bless you, in turning away every one of you from his iniquities.  

· 2 Corinthians 4:10  Always bearing about in the body the dying of the Lord Jesus, that the life also of Jesus might be made manifest in our body. 
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NEW THEOLOGY TEACHES: 7. Denies both perfectionism and perfection - No Biblical support for such a doctrine as perfectionism! 
The Bible teaches: Perfection of character can be attained 

· Job 1:1,8  There was a man in the land of Uz, whose name was Job; and that man was perfect and upright, and one that feared God, and eschewed evil.  And the LORD said unto Satan, Hast thou considered my servant Job, that there is none like him in the earth, a perfect and an upright man, one that feareth God, and escheweth evil?  

· 1 John 2:29  If ye know that he is righteous, ye know that every one that doeth righteousness is born of him.

· 2 Corinthians 7:1  Having therefore these promises, dearly beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from all filthiness of the flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness in the fear of God.  

· 2 Timothy 4:18  And the Lord shall deliver me from every evil work, and will preserve me unto his heavenly kingdom: to whom be glory for ever and ever. Amen. 

· 2 Corinthians 2:14  Now thanks be unto God, which always causeth us to triumph in Christ, and maketh manifest the savour
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of his knowledge by us in every place. 

· 1 John 3:9  Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God.  
· 1 John 5:18  We know that whosoever is born of God sinneth not; but he that is begotten of God keepeth himself, and that wicked one toucheth him not.  
· 2 Peter 1:4   Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious promises: that by these ye might be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust.  
· Jude 24  Now unto him that is able to keep you from falling, and to present you faultless before the presence of his glory with exceeding joy, 
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NEW THEOLOGY TEACHES: 8. New Birth occurs sometime after conversion - No Biblical support for such a doctrine! 
The Bible teaches: New Birth occurs at  conversion 

· Mark 1:8,11  I indeed have baptized you with water: but he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost.  And there came a voice from heaven, saying, Thou art my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.  

· Matthew 3:11  I indeed baptize you with water unto repentance: but he that cometh after me is mightier than I, whose shoes I am not worthy to bear: he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost, and with fire:  

· John 3:1-7  There was a man of the Pharisees, named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews: The same came to Jesus by night, and said unto him, Rabbi, we know that thou art a teacher come from God: for no man can do these miracles that thou doest, except God be with him.  Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.  Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born?  Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born
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of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.  That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.  Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.  
· 1 John 2:20  But ye have an unction from the Holy One, and ye know all things.  
· 1 John 5:18  We know that whosoever is born of God sinneth not; but he that is begotten of God keepeth himself, and that wicked one toucheth him not.
· 2 Corinthians 3:18  But we all, with open face beholding as in a glass the glory of the Lord, are changed into the same image from glory to glory, [even] as by the Spirit of the Lord.
· Romans 6:6,7  Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.  For he that is dead is freed from sin.  
· Ezekiel 36:26,27  A new heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I put within you: and I will take away the stony heart out of your flesh, and I will give you an heart of flesh.  And I will put my spirit within you, and cause you to walk in my statutes, and
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ye shall keep my judgments, and do them.  

· Ephesians 4:22-24  That ye put off concerning the former conversation the old man, which is corrupt according to the deceitful lusts;  And be renewed in the spirit of your mind;   And that ye put on the new man, which after God is created in righteousness and true holiness.

· Romans 12:2  And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.  

· Philippians 2:5  Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus:

· Psalm 40:8  I delight to do thy will, O my God: yea, thy law is within my heart.
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NEW THEOLOGY TEACHES: 9. We are in Christ, but Christ is not in us - No Biblical support for such a doctrine! 
The Bible teaches: We are in Christ, and Christ is in us 

· 1 John 2:5,6   But whoso keepeth his word, in him verily is the love of God perfected: hereby know we that we are in him.  He that saith he abideth in him ought himself also so to walk, even as he walked.  

· 1 John 3:24   And he that keepeth his commandments dwelleth in him, and he in him. And hereby we know that he abideth in us, by the Spirit which he hath given us.

· 1 John 4:13,15   Hereby know we that we dwell in him, and he in us, because he hath given us of his Spirit.  Whosoever shall confess that Jesus is the Son of God, God dwelleth in him, and he in God.  

· Psalm 119:2,3   Blessed are they that keep his testimonies, and that seek him with the whole heart.  They also do no iniquity: they walk in his ways.

· 2 Corinthians 13:5   Examine yourselves, whether ye be in the faith; prove your own selves. Know ye not your own selves, how that Jesus Christ is in you, except ye be reprobates?

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NEW THEOLOGY TEACHES: 10. Sin results from human limitations - No Biblical support for such a doctrine! 
The Bible teaches: Sin is volitional disobedience (willfully deciding).
· Exodus 20:7   Thou shalt not take the name of the LORD thy God in vain; for the LORD will not hold him guiltless that taketh his name in vain.  
· Leviticus 6:4   Then it shall be, because he hath sinned, and is guilty, that he shall restore that which he took violently away, or the thing which he hath deceitfully gotten, or that which was delivered him to keep, or the lost thing which he found, 
· James 2:10     For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet offend in one point, he is guilty of all.
· James 4:17   Therefore to him that knoweth to do good, and doeth it not, to him it is sin.
· John 9:41   Jesus said unto them, If ye were blind, ye should have no sin: but now ye say, We see; therefore your sin remaineth. 

· Acts 17:30   And the times of this ignorance God winked at; but now commandeth all men every where to repent: 
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· 1 Corinthians 15:34   Awake to righteousness, and sin not; for some have not the knowledge of God: I speak this to your shame.

· Romans 6:16   Know ye not, that to whom ye yield yourselves servants to obey, his servants ye are to whom ye obey; whether of sin unto death, or of obedience unto righteousness? 
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NEW THEOLOGY TEACHES: 11. Sin will be removed at the second coming - No Biblical support for such a doctrine! 

The Bible teaches: All sin may and must be put away now  
· Galatians 5:16-24  This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, and ye shall not fulfil the lust of the flesh.  For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye cannot do the things that ye would.  But if ye be led of the Spirit, ye are not under the law.  Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness,  Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies, Envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.  But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith,  Meekness, temperance: against such there is no law.   And they that are Christ's have crucified the flesh with the affections and lusts.

· 1 Peter 4:1   Forasmuch then as Christ hath suffered for us in the flesh, arm yourselves likewise with the same mind: for he that hath suffered in the flesh hath ceased from sin; 
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· 2 Peter 2:14,15   Having eyes full of adultery, and that cannot cease from sin; beguiling unstable souls: an heart they have exercised with covetous practices; cursed children:  Which have forsaken the right way, and are gone astray, following the way of Balaam the son of Bosor, who loved the wages of unrighteousness;  
· James 1:21   Wherefore lay apart all filthiness and superfluity of naughtiness, and receive with meekness the engrafted word, which is able to save your souls.
· Romans 6:6,7   Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.  For he that is dead is freed from sin.  
· Revelation 3:21  To him that overcometh will I grant to sit with me in my throne, even as I also overcame, and am set down with my Father in his throne.
· Romans 8:5-7,14   For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit. · 1 Corinthians 15:34,57 Awake to righteousness, and sin not; for some have not the knowledge of God: I speak this to your shame. But thanks be to God, which giveth us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.

· Philippians 4:13   I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me.

· Hebrews 7:25   Wherefore he is able also to save them to the uttermost that come unto God by him, seeing he ever liveth to make intercession for them.

· Job 1:22   In all this Job sinned not, nor charged God foolishly.

· 1 John 3:3-9   And every man that hath this hope in him purifieth himself, even as he is pure.  Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for sin is the transgression of the law.  And ye know that he was manifested to take away our sins; and in him is no sin.  Whosoever abideth in him sinneth not: whosoever sinneth hath not seen him, neither known him.  Little children, let no man deceive you: he that doeth righteousness is righteous, even as he is righteous.  He that committeth sin is of
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the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil.  Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God.  
· 1 John 5:18   We know that whosoever is born of God sinneth not; but he that is begotten of God keepeth himself, and that wicked one toucheth him not.
· Jude 24   Now unto him that is able to keep you from falling, and to present you faultless before the presence of his glory with exceeding joy,

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NEW THEOLOGY TEACHES: 12. We are not separated from God if the tenor of our life is right - No Biblical support for such a doctrine!

· Genesis 3:22-24   And the LORD God said, Behold, the man is become as one of us, to know good and evil: and now, lest he put forth his hand, and take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live for ever:  Therefore the LORD God sent him forth from the garden of Eden, to till the ground from whence he was taken.  So he drove out the man; and he placed at the east of the garden of Eden Cherubims, and a flaming sword which turned every way, to keep the way of the tree of life.  
· Numbers 20:11,12 And Moses lifted up his hand, and with his rod he smote the rock twice: and the water came out abundantly, and the congregation drank, and their beasts also.  And the LORD spake unto Moses and Aaron, Because ye believed me not, to sanctify me in the eyes of the children of Israel, therefore ye shall not bring this congregation into the land which I have given them.
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13a. The SANCTUARY - NEW THEOLOGY TEACHES: The atonement was completed at the cross - No Biblical support for such a doctrine! 
The Bible teaches: The atonement is completed in the sanctuary.

· Leviticus 16:33   And he shall make an atonement for the holy sanctuary, and he shall make an atonement for the tabernacle for the altar, and he shall make an atonement for the priests, and for all the people of the congregation.
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13b. The SANCTUARY - NEW THEOLOGY TEACHES: Christ began His Most Holy Place ministry in A.D.31 - No Biblical support for such a doctrine! 
The Bible teaches: Christ began His Most Holy Place  ministry in A.D. 1844 

· Daniel 8:14  And he said unto me, Unto two thousand and three hundred days; then shall the sanctuary be cleansed.
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13c. The SANCTUARY - NEW THEOLOGY TEACHES: Judgment of the living at the Second Coming - No Biblical support for such a doctrine! 
 The Bible teaches: Judgment of the living occurs before the close of probation

· Daniel 12:1   And at that time shall Michael stand up, the great prince which standeth for the children of thy people: and there shall be a time of trouble, such as never was since there was a nation even to that same time: and at that time thy people shall be delivered, every one that shall be found written in the book.
· Daniel 7:22   Until the Ancient of days came, and judgment was given to the saints of the most High; and the time came that the saints possessed the kingdom.
· Daniel 7:11   I beheld then because of the voice of the great words which the horn spake: I beheld even till the beast was slain, and his body destroyed, and given to the burning flame. 
· Daniel 7:26   But the judgment shall sit, and they shall take away his dominion, to consume and to destroy it unto the end.

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NEW THEOLOGY TEACHES: 14. Justification is a forensic act of God only - No Biblical support for such a doctrine! 
The Bible teaches: Justification requires the entire surrender of the will

· Romans 2:13   For not the hearers of the law are just before God, but the doers of the law shall be justified.
· Isaiah 55:7   Let the wicked forsake his way, and the unrighteous man his thoughts: and let him return unto the LORD, and he will have mercy upon him; and to our God, for he will abundantly pardon.  
· Proverbs 28:13   He that covereth his sins shall not prosper: but whoso confesseth and forsaketh them shall have mercy.  
· Ephesians 2:8   For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God:  

· Romans 5:1,9  Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ:

NEW THEOLOGY TEACHES: 15. Sanctification is man’s imperfect works for God - No Biblical support for such a doctrine! 
The Bible teaches: Sanctification is God’s gift of holiness to man 
· Zechariah 3:3,4 Now Joshua was clothed with filthy garments, and stood before the angel.  And he answered and spake unto those that stood before him, saying, Take away the filthy garments from him. And unto him he said, Behold, I have caused thine iniquity to pass from thee, and I will clothe thee with change of raiment.  

· Titus 2:14 Who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works.

· Philippians 2:13  For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.

· Hebrews 9:14 How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?

· Hebrews 10:22 Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water.
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· Hebrews 13:21 Make you perfect in every good work to do his will, working in you that which is wellpleasing in his sight, through Jesus Christ; to whom be glory for ever and ever. Amen.  
· 2 Peter 1:10,11 Wherefore the rather, brethren, give diligence to make your calling and election sure: for if ye do these things, ye shall never fall:  For so an entrance shall be ministered unto you abundantly into the everlasting kingdom of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ.

NEW THEOLOGY TEACHES: 16. Gospel - Justification alone - No Biblical support for such a doctrine! 
The Bible teaches: Justification and Sanctification 

· Philippians 1:6 Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good work in you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ:
· Romans 3:24 Being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus:  

· Titus 2:14 Who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works.
· 1 Corinthians 1:30 But of him are ye in Christ Jesus, who of God is made unto us wisdom, and righteousness, and sanctification, and redemption:  
· 1 John 4:13 Hereby know we that we dwell in him, and he in us, because he hath given us of his Spirit.  
· Acts 3:26 Unto you first God, having raised up his Son Jesus, sent him to bless you, in turning away every one of you from his iniquities.

· Romans 1:16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it
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is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek.  
· Philippians 2:13  For it is God which worketh in you both to will and to do of his good pleasure.
· Romans 5:9 Much more then, being now justified by his blood, we shall be saved from wrath through him.  
· Ephesians 5:25-27 Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it; That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word,  That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish.
· Hebrews 10:10 By the which will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all.  
· Hebrews 13:21 Make you perfect in every good work to do his will, working in you that which is well pleasing in his sight, through Jesus Christ; to whom be glory for ever and ever. Amen.
· Hebrews 9:14 How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God?
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· Acts 26:18 To open their eyes, and to turn them from darkness to light, and from the power of Satan unto God, that they may receive forgiveness of sins, and inheritance among them which are sanctified by faith that is in me.  

· Revelation 22:11  He that is unjust, let him be unjust still: and he which is filthy, let him be filthy still: and he that is righteous, let him be righteous still: and he that is holy, let him be holy still.  

· 1 Thessalonians 5:23 And the very God of peace sanctify you wholly; and I pray God your whole spirit and soul and body be preserved blameless unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.

· Zechariah 3:3,4 Now Joshua was clothed with filthy garments, and stood before the angel.  And he answered and spake unto those that stood before him, saying, Take away the filthy garments from him. And unto him he said, Behold, I have caused thine iniquity to pass from thee, and I will clothe thee with change of raiment.  

· 1 John 1:9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 

· Romans 8:1-4 There is therefore now no condemnation to them which are in Christ Jesus, who walk not after the flesh, but after
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the Spirit.  For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me free from the law of sin and death.  For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh:  That the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spirit.  
· Matthew 7:21 Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven.  
· Hebrews 5:9 And being made perfect, he became the author of eternal salvation unto all them that obey him;  
· 2 Thessalonians 2:13  But we are bound to give thanks alway to God for you, brethren beloved of the Lord, because God hath from the beginning chosen you to salvation through sanctification of the Spirit and belief of the truth: 
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I have presented 16 of the most prominent false doctrines of the New Theology, with the corresponding correct Bible doctrines. Is there more? Yes. Will there be even more? Yes! Satan never sleeps and he is out to destroy every, doctrine and pillar of our faith, while causing many of the larger churches to conform to the churches of Babylon in worship styles. 
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Coupled with the new theology is the many corrupted versions that lead to the inability to prove our historic doctrines. For example, the Sanctuary doctrine is dependent on Daniel 8:14.
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Daniel 8:14   “And he said unto me, Unto two thousand and three hundred days; then shall the sanctuary be cleansed.” KJV

8:14  “And he said to him, ‘For two thousand and three hundred evenings and mornings; then the sanctuary shall be restored to its rightful state.’ ” RSV

8:14  “He said to me, ‘It will take 2,300 evenings and mornings; then the sanctuary will be reconsecrated.’ ” NIV
The KJV is a prophecy and is interpreted using the year-day principle, therefore 2,300 literal years and it is connected with Daniel 9:24-27, in that the 70 prophetic weeks, or 490 literal years is cut off from the 2,300 years.  Both the RSV and the NIV make a statement of evenings and mornings, which as seen in creation week are literal 24 hour days and then apply it to the earthly sanctuary.
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Why do we use the KJV? Here are some more examples of the errors in the modern versions which were translated from the corrupted manuscripts from western Rome in the 4th century.
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Matthew 18:11 “For the Son of man is come to save that which was lost.” KJV

18:11  Omitted RSV

18:11  Omitted NIV
The KJV correctly shows Matthew 18, verse 11, Jesus as the Savior of mankind. Both the RSV and the NIV completely omit verse 11. In fact it goes from verse 10 to verse 12, with no verse 11. 
Mark 15:28 “And the scripture was fulfilled, which saith, And he was numbered with the transgressors.” KJV

15:28  Omitted RSV

15:28  Omitted NIV

We have the same in Mark 15 where the RSV and NIV have omitted verse 28. They go from verse 27 to verse 29. In the KJV, Mark had carefully shown how Christ had fulfilled the prophecy of Isaiah 53:12. Not so in the modern versions.
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Matthew 6:13 “And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil: For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever. Amen.” KJV

6:13 “And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil.” RSV

6:13 “And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from the evil one.” NIV

In the Lord’s prayer, Matthew 6, verse 13, the KJV correctly shows “For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever. Amen.” Both the RSV and the NIV leave that last portion out. 
Matthew 25:13 “Watch therefore, for ye know neither the day nor the hour wherein the Son of man cometh.” KJV

25:13 “Watch therefore, for you know neither the day nor the hour.” RSV

6:69 “Therefore keep watch, because you do not know the day or the hour.” NIV

In Matthew 25:13, The KJV has the second coming as the time of the event not known. But the RSV and NIV omit the second coming of Jesus.
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John 6:47 “Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me hath everlasting life.” KJV

6:47 “Truly, truly, I say to you, he who believes has eternal life.” RSV

6:47 “I tell you the truth, he who believes has everlasting life.” NIV

In John 6, verse 47, the KJV correctly shows that belief on Jesus is a requirement to eternal life. Both the RSV and the NIV just says he who believes. The devils believe. 

John 6:69 “And we believe and are sure that thou art that Christ, the Son of the living God.” KJV

6:69 “and we have believed, and have come to know, that you are the Holy One of God.” RSV

6:69 “We believe and know that you are the Holy One of God.” NIV
Then in the KJV, John 6:69, Jesus is declared to be the Son of the living God. But in the RSV and NIV He is called the Holy One of God. All of the prophets were Holy men of God. Do you see how the corrupted manuscripts attack the divinity of Jesus, and subsequently the modern versions are its heirs in errors?
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Exodus 20:10 “But the seventh day is the sabbath of the Lord thy God:” KJV

20:10 “But the seventh day is a Sabbath to the Lord your God;” RSV

20:10 “But the seventh day is a Sabbath to the Lord your God.” NIV

Regarding the 4th commandment, Exodus 20:10, the KJV is specific as it says, “But the seventh day is the sabbath of the Lord thy God:”  The RSV and NIV changes it from a specific Sabbath to a Sabbath of your choice. “But the seventh day is a sabbath to the Lord thy God:” 
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Revelation 22:14“Blessed are they that do his commandments, that they may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city. KJV 

22:14 “Blessed are those who wash their robes, that they might have the right to the tree of life and that they may enter the city by the gates.” RSV

22:14 “Blessed are those who wash their robes, that they might have the right to the tree of life and may go through the gates into the city.” NIV

This washing of the robes in the RSV and NIV is salvation by justification only. His commandments call for sanctification also.
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No fewer than 180 phrases and clauses, many of them are significant, are missing in the New International Version.  The name of the Lord is omitted on 173 occasions. Jesus is deleted on 38,  Christ on 43, Lord on 35, God on 31 and other names referring to the Lord on  26 occasions. The NIV is the Bible Satan would want all SDA’s to use.

 (Slide 77)
My brothers and sisters, God raised up the Seventh-day Adventist Church to give the three angels messages to a world in spiritual darkness. It has been Satan’s concentrated effort to disrupt and destroy such an effort. Those caught up in the New Theology will be derailed from the course God would have them follow. 
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How Important is it to understand Bible truth? Here are 5 brilliant men who once embraced God’s truths. They followed the allurements of the New Theology, and left God’s truth.  Luke recorded in Acts 10:34 “Then Peter opened his mouth, and said, Of a truth I perceive that God is no respecter of persons:”  You see it doesn’t matter who you are or how much you know, if you choose to dabble in the hellish errors of New Theology, Satan will bring you down. 
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Paul’s letter to the believers at Thessalonica, stated in 2 Thessalonians 2:10,11 “And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved. And for this cause God shall send them strong delusion, that they should believe a lie:” 

Three of these men died in error, two still live steeped in error. Paul wrote all Christians, 
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in a letter to the believers at Phillipi, Paul wrote in Phillipians 2:12 “ …work out your own salvation with fear and trembling.” But the devil says, “Follow me and I’ll give you easy religion. Just believe in Jesus and you can do what you want and your saved. 
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Written by Peter is a warning especially meaningful to God’s Remnant believers. 1 Peter 5:8   “Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour:”  Satan is playing for keeps. He wants you to be lost. God gives you the choice to be saved or lost.
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God gives you the choice to be saved or lost. We are talking eternal realities. We can’t expect God to make an exception for us if we chose to cling to sin.
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He says, “This is the way, walk ye in it.”
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Provision has been made for every child of God to be saved. John 3:16 “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.” 
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Believing in Jesus is demonstrated in obedience. 1 John 5:3 “For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous.” 
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The Latter Rain of the Holy Spirit will soon be poured out on God’s faithful who are studying His word every chance they can, who are praying without ceasing, who are sharing their faith by giving Bible studies and who anxiously await the Lord’s return, keeping themselves unspotted from the world’s allurements.
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So the choice we make would be for the world with a journey on the broad road for a few years, and eternal loss as its reward or the straight and narrow and eternity with God the Father and our Redeemer in God’s City. Have you made your choice? Does your life match your choice? New Theology says there is a second chance. God’s Word says NOW is the time for salvation.
