Today’s subject – “Satan’s Lies that Christians Love” Part 2
Before we begin, let us pray…
Father in heaven, again we thank you for Jesus Christ, who is both God and Savior. He is Lord of those who are obedient. We know that Satan wants to be every Christian’s Master and that no man can serve to masters. If we accept and defend Satan’s lies, Satan becomes our master. But if we are obedient to your Word, no matter how it conflicts with what we thought was truth, than Jesus is our Master. Unstop our deaf ears and open our blind eyes, so that we may see that we have swallowed many of Satan’s lies, and help us turn from these specious errors; in Jesus’ name we do pray, Amen.


Last program I started a new series titled, “Satan’s lies that Christians Love.” How could a serious Christian love Satan’s lies? Well if they understood the lie, they wouldn’t love it after all. But much of the Christian world has not only embraced many of Satan’s lies, but they actually defend them. 

Last time we tackled Biggest Lie number one: The fact that Sunday is not the Lord’s Day and there is nothing holy about it, it was never blessed and is nothing more than the day made holy by the Roman Papacy in the 4th century, and the whole world bows to Rome while trampling on God’s holy, blessed and Sanctified seventh day Sabbath. God said in Isaiah 58:13, “If thou turn away thy foot from the sabbath, [from] doing thy pleasure on my holy day; and call the sabbath a delight, the holy of the LORD, honourable; and shalt honour him, not doing thine own ways, nor finding thine own pleasure, nor speaking [thine own] words:” Saturday, not Sunday is God’s Sabbath. He calls it “My Holy day.” Sunday was changed by the Papacy and therefore is Satan’s holy day. Will you continue to uphold Satan’s biggest lie number 1? Do you want Jesus at the white throne judgment to tell you, I never knew you? Cling to Sunday and you will get the Mark of the Beast when the national Sunday law comes in.
Alright, this program we are going to expose Satan’s Biggest Lie number two: Last program I asked, “What happens to a loved one when they die?” Most will say, "They go to heaven where they praise Jesus and sing in the heavenly choir?" Almost all Christians embrace that idea, but it is a lie of Satan. Did you know that you, your relatives and your pastor all perpetuate this cruel lie of Satan? 
People are not studying their Bibles anymore, so they leave themselves vulnerable to the many deceptions of which this twisted interpretation is just another falsehood. Listen and learn what the Bible says about the state of the dead. How did this lie begin, that people leave their body at death, as a disembodied spirit with consciousness? 
Did you know that it was the very first lie told by Satan to our first parents? In Genesis chapter 2:16, 17 God instructed, “Of every tree of the garden thou mayest freely eat: But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.” “… thou shalt surely (what?) die.”

In Genesis 3:1 Satan asked Eve, “Yea, hath God said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden?” In Genesis 3:2, 3 she correctly stated the truth, “And the woman said unto the serpent, We may eat of the fruit of the trees of the garden:  But of the fruit of the tree which [is] in the midst of the garden, God hath said, Ye shall not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die.” In verse 4 Satan said to the woman, “Ye shall not surely die:” That was the first lie Satan told and it is the same lie you hear from Christians and their pastors at funerals. Satan’s lies bring Christians comfort. They want to believe that no matter what kind of life their departed relative led, all is forgiven and now they are praising Jesus. Is that true? No, not based on God’s word. 
The Bible says clearly in Psalm 115:17   “The dead praise not the LORD, neither any that go down into silence.” Your deceased loved ones, by God’s word are in silence six feet under.
To understand death we must understand what God did in the creation of man. Genesis 2:7 says, “And the LORD God formed man [of] the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul.” We are made of the same ingredients you find in the ground. We are of the dust of the ground. So God formed Adam’s body from that dust and then watch what He did next. “…breathed into his nostrils the breath of life …” So into the man’s nostrils God put the breath of life. Did He put a soul in Adam? No! He put the breath in the body and he “… became a living soul.” This is a very important thing to understand, because death is creation in reverse. At death, the breath of life leaves the body and man ceases to be a living soul. He is a dead soul.
Now, Ecclesiastes 12:7 says, “Then shall the dust return to the earth as it was: and the spirit shall return unto God who gave it.” What is the spirit that returns to God? The Hebrew word for spirit is “ruwach” which means air or breath. It is not a disembodied spirit winging its way to heaven. James 2:26 says, “For as the body without the spirit is dead, so faith without works is dead also.” For as the body without the spirit is dead. What is the spirit in this N.T. verse? The N.T. was in Greek so the Greek word interpreted spirit is “pneuma” which means a current of air such as breath. No contradiction here. We get the word pneumatic tires from this Greek word.
Where else in God’s word does it say that souls die? Ezekiel 18:2, “The soul that sinneth, it shall die.” Listen, the Holy Spirit inspired the writers of all the scriptures, therefore He is consistent. Job said in Job 17:13, “If I wait, the grave [is] mine house:”
According to the Bible, does a dead person comprehend anything? Ecclesiastes 9:5, 6, 10, “For the living know that they shall die: but the dead know not anything, neither have they any more a reward; for the memory of them is forgotten. Also their love, and their hatred, and their envy, is now perished; neither have they any more a portion forever in any [thing] that is done under the sun.  Whatsoever thy hand findeth to do, do [it] with thy might; for [there is] no work, nor device, nor knowledge, nor wisdom, in the grave, whither thou goest.” From these verses we understand know nothing, their emotions are perished; they have no knowledge of anything.

Are the dead aware of graveside visits? Job 14:21 “His sons come to honour, and he knoweth [it] not; and they are brought low, but he perceiveth [it] not of them.”

When will the dead ones live again according to Jesus? John 5:28, 29, “Marvel not at this: for the hour is coming, in the which all that are in the graves shall hear his voice, And shall come forth; they that have done good, unto the resurrection of life; and they that have done evil, unto the resurrection of damnation.” So by Jesus’ own words, all that are in graves will rise in a resurrection. The saved in the resurrection of the just at His second coming and the lost in the resurrection of damnation one thousand years later.

How long will people be in the grave and what does the Bible call their state of being? Job 14:12, “So man lieth down, and riseth not: till the heavens [be] no more, they shall not awake, nor be raised out of their sleep.” Death is called sleep. Jesus called death a sleep. When Mary and Martha wanted Jesus to come and heal their ailing brother Lazarus, Jesus did not go until he was dead 4 days. He told the disciples he was going to wake Lazarus from his sleep, John 11:11. The disciples said if he sleeps, he will do well. In John 11:14, “Then said Jesus unto them plainly, Lazarus is dead.” Job 14:12 said no resurrection until the heavens pass away. When is that? 2 Peter 3:10, “But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night; in the which the heavens shall pass away with a great noise, …” So the redeemed dead will arise at His second coming.

Don’t people get their reward at death? Not according to the Bible. Revelation 22:12 says, “And, behold, I come quickly; and my reward [is] with me, to give every man according as his work shall be.” Rewards are not given until Jesus comes.
1 Thes. 4:16, 17 confirms that, “For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise first: Then we which are alive [and] remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.”

Listen, when righteous Abel had His head crushed with a rock by his brother Cain, his eyes closed in the sleep of death. That was 6,000 years ago. But when Jesus comes, it will seem to Abel like only a moment of time has passed.
1 Cor. 15:51-53 “Behold, I show you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed,  In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.  For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal [must] put on immortality.”
So it is clear, we are mortal souls that at death will be asleep until the resurrection. We don’t have immortality and won’t have it until the resurrection. The lost will come up in the second resurrection 1,000 years later, and after a brief judgment, will be destroyed in the hell fire that will turn all the lost humans and angels and the devil himself, into ashes and they shall be as though they never were. Satan wants you to believe the Biggest Lie number three: Satan would have you believe that hell is burning now and it will last eternally. Next broadcast, Hell fire, when is it, who is in charge? Look, these messages are not for your entertainment, they are for you to take action to learn God’s truths so you won’t be deceived.
