Today’s subject – We Need to Talk – Part 3
Before we begin, let us seek God’s guidance, Heavenly Father we live in dangerous times and no doubt everyone listening to this broadcast knows something climatic is about to happen. I pray for the Holy Spirit to bless both myself and that special child of God listening today for I ask in Jesus name, Amen.

Right now I continue to keep my pledge, to cry aloud and spare not, to lift up my voice like a trumpet and show God’s people where they are transgressing God’s Law.
Over the last two weeks, we have been having a heart to heart talk. We have been discussing the importance of being obedient to God’s Word. Some may say, Pastor Vaughn, even though the Bible evidence is clear as to the seventh day Sabbath being the real Lord’s Day, will I be lost for keeping Sunday? Well let me put it his way as I am not your judge. Let’s see what the Bible says, not what your pastor says or Pastor Vaughn says. The 4th commandment is part of God’s law, correct?  Of course it is. Than you can do one of two things: either obey the Word of God and keep His Sabbath holy, or you can turn your ear from hearing the truth. But let me warn you what God’s Word says in Proverbs 28:9 “He that turneth away his ear from hearing the law, even his prayer [shall be] abomination.” The Jews of ancient Israel were always going after other gods and they too desecrated the Sabbath. So God says that rebellious people who turn from their ears from hearing His law that their prayers are an abomination (which to God is detestable). It’s vain worship.

Listen, it’s a clearly established historical fact that God’s seventh day Sabbath was changed in the time of Emperor Constantine in the 4th century after Christ. Sunday is a commandment of men and not God. It is nothing more than a church tradition and God is offended by it. It is vain worship and Jesus confirms that following man made commandments are vain traditions. Mat. 15:3 Jesus said, “Why do ye also transgress the commandment of God by your tradition?” He zeroes in on the 5th commandment as the 4th commandment was not a problem in the time of Jesus. Now look what He says in verse 6-9, “Thus have ye made the commandment of God of none effect by your tradition. [Ye] hypocrites, well did Esaias prophesy of you, saying, This people draweth nigh unto me with their mouth, and honoureth me with [their] lips; but their heart is far from me. But in vain they do worship me, teaching [for] doctrines the commandments of men.”  
My brothers and sisters in Jesus, don’t you see, anytime you replace a commandment of God with a tradition, Jesus calls it lip service and vain worship.

The disciple Jesus loved dearly, John, wrote this in 1 John 2. Now listen because the conclusion has to be that many people know about Jesus, but they really don’t know Jesus. Here’s what John says in 1 John 2:3 “And hereby we do know that we know him, if we keep his commandments.” By this verse John is saying that if you are not keeping all Ten Commandments, you don’t really know Him. Now look what he says in vs. 4, “He that saith, I know him, and keepeth not his commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him.” This is the Word of God and you can’t make the Scripture say what it does not say. 
Well you may say, I do keep 9 commandments and go to church on Sunday. What’s wrong with that? Haven’t you been listening to anything I have shown you from God’s Word? James 2:10 tells us, “For whosoever shall keep the whole law, and yet offend in one [point], he is guilty of all.” Break one, you break ten. 

What is the only safe course? 1 John 2:6 says, “He that saith he abideth in him ought himself also so to walk, even as he walked.” And Jesus was a seventh day Sabbath keeper. 

You ask, “Isn’t Sunday part of the New Covenant?” A lot of Christians like to say this and most can’t even tell you clearly what the New Covenant is. Let’s talk about it. First of all, what is a covenant? It is a testament, or a contract. What is a contract? A contract is a binding agreement between two parties that requires offer and acceptance. For example, let’s say you want a house built and you put the plans out to bid. A reputable builder says I will build your house for X amount of dollars. He has made the offer. If you accept, you enter into a covenant or contract. The house is not the covenant; rather the house is the object of the covenant.

Now let’s talk about the Old Covenant. God made an offer. He said if you keep My commandments, I will bless you. The people said in Exodus 19:8 “And all the people answered together, and said, All that the LORD hath spoken we will do. And Moses returned the words of the people unto the LORD.” The people accepted and the Old Covenant was ratified with the blood of an ox. That sealed it and it could not be changed. Now the Ten Commandments were not the covenant, they were the object of the covenant. Unfortunately, before Moses had come down from the mountain with the Ten Commandments written by the finger of God, the people had already broken the covenant and were worshipping an idol and having an orgy.

So what about the New Covenant? The New Covenant also has the Ten Commandments as the object, as it says in Hebrews 10:16 “This [is] the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the Lord, I will put my laws into their hearts, and in their minds will I write them;” and Paul was quoting Jeremiah 31:33. What does this mean? It means that God’s law is in your mind; however, you can choose to willfully disobey any commandment.
What is in the New Covenant? Well certainly not the ceremonial Law of Moses including the feast days as there is indisputable evidence in the New Testament showing us that those laws were nailed to the cross. But God’s great moral law of the Ten Commandments stands tall in the New Covenant till the heavens and the earth pass; and that hasn’t happened since Jesus was here. What else is in the New Covenant? There is the ordnance of baptism, the ordnance of foot washing and the ordnance of communion. How was the New Covenant ratified? It was ratified with the blood of Jesus. So could anything be added to the New Covenant after Jesus died? Absolutely not. When Jesus died on that Friday in AD 31 at 3PM, the covenant was sealed. Nothing could be added to it. Sunday could not be part of the New Covenant as Sunday came two days late. God’s seventh day Sabbath still stands.

Why do most Christians keep Sunday? It’s the result of the 6,000 year old great controversy between Christ and Satan. Lucifer was Satan’s name in heaven and he had an exalted position for a created being. He sat on the left hand of God and was called one of the covering cherubs. Listen to the account in Isaiah 14:12-14 “How art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! [how] art thou cut down to the ground, which didst weaken the nations! For thou hast said in thine heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides of the north: I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be like the most High.”  When Satan said he will be like the Most High, he meant he wanted the worship due only to God and that is why he focused on getting man to change God’s blessed and holy seventh day Sabbath to the first day, a common working day. Then in making the transition, he has almost the whole Christian world going to church on the first day and trampling all over God’s Sabbath.
Now let me ask you to listen to the words of Jesus. In Matthew 5:17-19 He said, “Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfil. For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled. Whosoever therefore shall break one of these least commandments, and shall teach men so, he shall be called the least in the kingdom of heaven: but whosoever shall do and teach [them], the same shall be called great in the kingdom of heaven.”
Now let’s analyze what Jesus said, “Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfil. He said don’t you think I have come to do away with the Ten Commandments; rather I have come to fulfill the righteous requirements. Then He said, “For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled.” Here is where Jesus clearly states that not one jot, the dotting of an I, or one tittle, the crossing of a t, shall pass from the Ten Commandments. Heaven and earth would pass away first, and we know that has not happened. Now listen carefully to what else Jesus said, “Whosoever therefore shall break one of these least commandments, and shall teach men so, he shall be called the least in the kingdom of heaven:” By the words that came out of Jesus’ own mouth if you break one of these commandments, and that includes the 4th, you would be called the least in heaven. The least is a zero. You will not be there. That includes every pastor who teaches people that it doesn’t matter which day you keep holy, as long as you keep one. If your pastor’s word is more believable than the words of Jesus, you might as well throw your Bible away, as it appears to be useless to you. All of God’s Word is inspired and none of it is to be rejected. It’s not pick what you like and discard the rest. Eternity is at stake.
Time is up for this week but next week I am going to get us back on the Prophecy track and we will be looking at, “Prophecy – The future told in advance – Daniel 7 - Part 1”
