The title of today’s sermon is: 

 “Saved and Overcoming” Part 5
In the last 4 parts of this series “Saved and Overcoming,” we answered the age old question, “What Must I do to be Saved.” We then started giving scriptures pertaining to overcoming as we know that it is Satan’s primary object to cause saved people to be lost and he will not let up until he has accomplished his task. 

We will continue now with those scriptures that are God’s promises regarding overcoming.
2 Peter 1:4 “Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and precious promises: that by these ye might be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust.”
2 Peter 1:10 “Wherefore the rather, brethren, give diligence to make your calling and election sure: for if ye do these things, ye shall never fall:”
1 John 2:3-6 “And hereby we do know that we know him, if we keep his commandments. He that saith, I know him, and keepeth not his commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him. But whoso keepeth his word, in him verily is the love of God perfected: hereby know we that we are in him. He that saith he abideth in him ought himself also so to walk, even as he walked.”
1 John 3:3-6 “And every man that hath this hope in him purifieth himself, even as he is pure. Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for sin is the transgression of the law. And ye know that he was manifested to take away our sins; and in him is no sin. Whosoever abideth in him sinneth not: whosoever sinneth hath not seen him, neither known him.”
1 John 3:22-24 “And whatsoever we ask, we receive of him, because we keep his commandments, and do those things that are pleasing in his sight. And this is his commandment, That we should believe on the name of his Son Jesus Christ, and love one another, as he gave us commandment. And he that keepeth his commandments dwelleth in him, and he in him. And hereby we know that he abideth in us, by the Spirit which he hath given us.”
1 John 4:16 “And we have known and believed the love that God hath to us. God is love; and he that dwelleth in love dwelleth in God, and God in him.”
1 John 5:3 “For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous.”
Jude 24 “Now unto him that is able to keep you from falling, and to present you faultless before the presence of his glory with exceeding joy,”
Revelation 12:11 “And they overcame him (Satan vs. 9) by the blood of the Lamb, and by the word of their testimony; and they loved not their lives unto the death.”
Revelation 12:17 “And the dragon was wroth with the woman, and went to make war with the remnant of her seed, which keep the commandments of God, and have the testimony of Jesus Christ.”
Revelation 22:14 “Blessed are they that do his commandments, that they may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city.”
The following 12 quotes are from the servant of the Lord and pertain to our example Jesus.
Christ overcame Satan, showing us how we also may overcome. Christ resisted Satan with Scripture…Christ's example is before us. If the sacred Scriptures were studied and followed, the Christian would be fortified to meet the wily foe; but the word of God is neglected, and disaster and defeat follow.  {RH, November 28, 1882 par. 5}
“He came to show man how to obey, how to keep all the commandments. He laid hold of divine power, and this is the sinner's only hope. He gave his life that man might be a partaker of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world through lust.” {MYP 165.1}
“He was made subject to Satan's temptations, that he might teach you how to resist and overcome him; and he will hear you when you pray, and will help you.” {YI, May 14, 1884 par. 1}
“And by His life He showed that it is possible for man to keep the law. There is nothing in the Scriptures to lead man to suppose that He can break the law and be guiltless. The heavens above us remain to testify to the binding claims of God's law.”  {ST, July 4, 1900 par. 11}
“Christ knows all about our trials and temptations; for he was tempted in all points like as we are, yet without sin. Before the heavenly universe he showed that men can keep the commandments of God, and perfect a Christian character.” {YI, January 4, 1900 par. 2}
“Christ took human nature upon Himself to show us what God desires us to be.” {ST, December 14, 1904 par. 3}

“Christ came to this world, subject to His Father's will, to show men and women what God desires them to be, and what, through His grace, they may be. He came to develop for man a perfect character. It is His purpose that we shall gain perfection,--not by keeping our eyes fixed on the defective lives of professing Christians, but by constantly beholding Him, the Sent of God, who in this world and in human nature lived a pure, noble, perfect life.”  {ST, August 31, 1904 par. 3}
“Jesus, our perfect pattern, has shown man the way to form such a character. Day by day, through the help of divine grace, he may be making a record which he will not be ashamed to meet in the Judgment.”  {ST, July 28, 1887 par. 7}
“The Saviour's life of obedience maintained the claims of the law, it proved that the law could be kept in humanity, and showed the excellence of character that obedience would develop. All who obey as He did are likewise declaring that the law is "holy, and just, and good." Rom. 7:12.  {FLB 85.5}
“He came to fulfill all righteousness, and, as the head of humanity, to show man that he can do the same work, meeting every specification of the requirements of God. Through the measure of His grace furnished to the human agent, not one need miss heaven. Perfection of character is attainable by every one who strives for it.” {AG 141.3}
“He loves you. It was because of this that he came from heaven to show you how to live a pure, true life.” {YI, August 22, 1901 par. 10}
“He (Christ) is our Elder Brother. He came to prove that human beings can, through the power of God, live sinless lives.” {ST, August 9, 1905 par. 8}

The following 51 quotes pertain to what we can do:
“We can overcome. Yes; fully, entirely. Jesus died to make a way of escape for us, that we might overcome every fault, resist every temptation, and sit down at last with Him in His throne.”  {OHC 353.4}

“You can be overcomers. Go to God daily for strength, and every day overcome.” {YI, December 1, 1852 par. 23}

“The greatest conquest for every one of us will be to overcome self, to bring self into obedience to the law of God.” {RH, August 18, 1885 par. 12}
“Let none, then, regard their defects as incurable. God will give faith and grace to overcome them.”  {GC 489.2}
“You can overcome evil--evil thoughts, evil desires--by the blood of the Lamb and the word of your testimony. We cannot afford to sin. It costs too much.” {YI, June 9, 1914 par. 10}
“The fragrant incense of the merits of Christ gives to the believing soul the virtues of his character. Thus it is that the co-operation of divine energy and merit with man makes him a complete overcomer in every sense, and elevates humanity in the scale of moral value with God.”  {RH, November 29, 1898 par. 13}

“But through the merits of the blood of a crucified and risen Saviour, all who will may be overcomers.” {RH, January 5, 1886 par. 9}
“God has given His holy law to man as His measure of character. By this law you may see and overcome every defect in your character. You may sever yourself from every idol, and link yourself to the throne of God by the golden chain of grace and truth.”  {AG 80.2}
“Each student is to take himself in hand, and with God's help overcome the faults that mar his character.” {RH, September 1, 1904 par. 11}

“We must strive to overcome, looking unto Jesus; for in every temptation he will be at our side to give us the victory.” {RH, August 18, 1891 par. 6}
“One class are sanctified through the truth; the other know nothing of the transforming power of divine grace. The former are daily dying to self, and are overcoming sin. The latter are indulging their own lusts, and becoming the servants of Satan.” {ML 258.5}
“He obtains for the fallen sons and daughters of Adam that strength which it is impossible for them to gain for themselves, that in His name they may overcome the temptations of Satan.”  {Mar 224.1}
“The overcomer is to be clothed in the white raiment of Christ's righteousness, and of him it is written: "I will not blot out his name out of the book of life, but I will confess his name before my Father, and before his angels." O, what a privilege it is to be an overcomer, and to have our names presented before the Father by the Saviour Himself!”  {SD 369.2}
“It is our privilege to be overcomers by the blood of the Lamb and the word of our testimony.” {RH, April 8, 1909 par. 9}
“Let no man present the idea that man has little or nothing to do in the great work of overcoming; for God does nothing for man without his cooperation. . . Never leave the impression on the mind that there is little or nothing to do on the part of man; but rather teach man to cooperate with God, that he may be successful in overcoming.”  {1SM 381.3}
“Temptations will assail you on the right hand and on the left, but by patient continuance in well-doing you may overcome the defects in your characters.” {4T 341.1}
“It is God who gives us power to overcome. Those who hear His voice and obey His commandments are enabled to form righteous characters. Those who disregard His expressed commands will form characters like the propensities that they indulge.” (Letter 44, 1903).  {7BC 943.3}
“We become overcomers by helping others to overcome, by the blood of the Lamb and the word of our testimony. The keeping of the commandments of God will yield in us an obedient spirit, and the service that is the offspring of such a spirit, God can accept.” (Letter 236, 1908).  {7BC 974.4}
“Men may have a power to resist evil--a power that neither earth, nor death, nor hell can master; a power that will place them where they may overcome as Christ overcame. Divinity and humanity may be combined in them.”  {1SM 409.1}
 “Satan will work his miracles to deceive; he will set up his power as supreme. The church may appear as about to fall, but it does not fall. It remains, while the sinners in Zion will be sifted out--the chaff separated from the precious wheat. This is a terrible ordeal, but nevertheless it must take place. None but those who have been overcoming by the blood of the Lamb and the word of their testimony will be found with the loyal and true, without spot or stain of sin, without guile in their mouths.... The remnant that purify their souls by obeying the truth gather strength from the trying process, exhibiting the beauty of holiness amid the surrounding apostasy.”  {Mar 203.1}
“Christ overcame the power of appetite in the wilderness of temptation on your account, making it possible for you to overcome on your own account.” {4T 257.2}
“Your probation has been lengthened that you may have an opportunity to redeem the past, overcome the defects in your character, and show in your life that devotion to God which He claims from you.” {4T 215.3}
“Christ came and withstood the fiercest temptation of Satan and, in behalf of the race, overcame appetite, showing that man may overcome. As Adam fell through appetite and lost blissful Eden, the children of Adam may, through Christ, overcome appetite and through temperance in all things regain Eden.”  {3T 161.3}
“With watchfulness and prayer their weakest points can be so guarded as to become their strongest points, and they can encounter temptation without being overcome.” {2T 511.1}
“Christ overcame all the temptations of Satan, and so may your children.” {2T 286.2}
“If all will only manifest that degree of ambition, zeal, and earnestness for everlasting life that they manifest in their worldly pursuits, they will be victorious overcomers.” {1T 407.1}
“At every advanced point the heart is tested and tried a little closer. If the professed people of God find their hearts opposed to this straight work, it should convince them that they have a work to do to overcome, if they would not be spewed out of the mouth of the Lord.” {1T 187.1}
“God is our strength. We must look to Him for wisdom and guidance, and keeping in view His glory, the good of the church, and the salvation of our own souls, we must overcome our besetting sins. We should individually seek to obtain new victory every day.” {EW 105.2}

“When temptations and trials rush in upon us, let us go to God and agonize with Him in prayer. He will not turn us away empty, but will give us grace and strength to overcome, and to break the power of the enemy.” {EW 46.2}

“We are to be overcomers, copartners with Jesus, not lending our influence to the work of the enemy.” {ST, January 9, 1893 par. 8}
“We may receive grace whereby we may be overcomers, and inherit the life that measures with the life of God. We must have an experience so that when affliction comes upon us, we shall not depart from our faith, and choose fables.”  {ST, May 7, 1896 par. 1}

“Thus day by day, with the help of Jesus, you may overcome self. Pride and love of display will be discarded from your hearts and lives. Meekness and love of simplicity will be encouraged.”  {MYP 346.3}

“The Christian is not to retain his sinful habits and cherish his defects of character. . . . Whatever may be the nature of your defects, the Spirit of the Lord will enable you to discern them, and grace will be given you whereby they may be overcome.”  {AG 240.5}

“Through the merits of his blood, you may overcome every spiritual foe, and remedy every defect of character. Jesus "was made flesh, and dwelt among us, and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth." And by beholding, you may become changed into the same image.”  {YI, August 6, 1884 par. 5}
“An eternal weight of glory awaits the overcomer. If we gain heaven, we gain everything. Shall we not put away sin, and let Christ abide in our hearts by faith? Not until we have the mind of Christ shall we be like him, and see him as he is.”  {YI, January 11, 1900 par. 1}
“We must grasp in confidence the rich promises of God; then we shall be overcomers.”  {ST, September 5, 1900 par. 4}

“The good we may accomplish by thus uniting with our Saviour we shall never know till, as overcomers, we enter the city of God.”   {YI, May 3, 1900 par. 5}

“All impurity of thought will be overcome, and the mind will be trained to pure and holy thoughts. Backbiting and evil speaking will be put away. Jealousy and selfishness will be overcome, for they are Satanic, and not Christlike.”  {ST, October 12, 1891 par. 10}

“The strength of Jesus will be imparted to every soul who strives lawfully for the mastery. All may be overcomers.” {ST, June 10, 1889 par. 6}
“He stood in his integrity, a conqueror, and through him the sons of Adam may also be overcomers." {ST, February 17, 1888 par. 10}
“Only by earnest, determined effort and faith in the merits of Christ can we overcome, and gain the kingdom of heaven.” (YI May 24, 1900).  {1BC 1095.8}
“Christ has power from his Father to give his divine grace and strength to man - making it possible for us, through his name, to overcome. There are but few professed followers of Christ who choose to engage with Him in the work of resisting Satan's temptations as he resisted and overcame.”  {ST, October 24, 1878 par. 5}
“We are to be overcomers, to overcome the world, the flesh, and the devil.” {ST, May 16, 1892 par. 1}
“He has given us abundant promises to encourage us to be overcomers.” {RH, March 26, 1889 par. 2}
“But all who finally have a seat with Christ upon his throne will be those who have overcome. All selfishness must be rooted from the heart."  {RH, March 17, 1891 par. 3}

“In Christ there is sufficient grace to overcome all our evil traits of character, and strength is found alone in Him.” {RH, March 17, 1891 par. 7}

“Through Jesus Christ every man may overcome in his own behalf and on his own account, standing in his own individuality of character.”  {TMK 291.5}
“Christ saw that it was not possible for man to overcome in his own strength; therefore He came in person from the throne of glory, and bore the test that Adam failed to bear. In man's behalf He resisted the temptations of the enemy, and made it possible for man, by faith in Him, to overcome in his own behalf.”  {ST, January 12, 1915 par. 1}
“By some a constant battle is maintained for self-control. Daily they strive silently and prayerfully against harshness of speech and temper. These strivings may never be appreciated by human beings. They may get no praise from human lips for keeping back the hasty words which sought for utterance. The world will never see these conquests, and if it could, it would only despise the conquerors. But in heaven's record they are registered as overcomers.” {AH 443.2}

 “And by passing over the ground which man must travel, by showing that, through the divine power granted him, man can overcome every form of temptation, Christ prepared the way for us to gain the victory.” {ST, May 27, 1897 par. 7}
“Man was not able, in his own behalf, to meet and overcome the prince of darkness; but Christ overcame him in man's behalf and broke his power over the human race, so that through his merits they might be overcomers in their own behalf.” {ST, May 20, 1889 par. 8}
“. . .whatever may be the habits and practices of men, they may overcome them in his name and through his merits. God saw that it was impossible for man to overcome in his own strength, with his own feeble moral power; yet man is required to exercise all the capabilities and powers that God has given him in order to overcome, and then he needs a higher power, and help has been laid upon One who is mighty to save. Divine power may combine with human effort, that through Jesus man may stand free, a conqueror. Man may conquer perverted appetite. Though the moral image of God was almost obliterated by the sin of Adam, through the merits and power of Jesus it may be renewed. Man may stand with the moral image of God in his character; for Jesus will give it to him. Unless the moral image of God is seen in man, he can never enter the city of God as a conqueror.”  {RH, June 10, 1890 par. 6}
So you see, we can and we must OVERCOME all sins and temptations, as only those who believe, teach and do God’s Commandments will enter the New Jerusalem city of God. The Bible is crystal clear on that: Revelation 22:14 “Blessed are they that do his commandments, that they may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city.”  And God provides all the power we need to be victorious overcomers. 

We have the same opportunity to receive the same overcoming power that Jesus received when He was here. 

To excuse sin and say that man cannot keep God’s Commandments is to disbelieve God’s Word and echo the cause of Satan.
