Today’s subject – “Saved and Overcoming” Part 9

In “Saved and Overcoming” part 1, we began to answer the questions millions have asked for millenniums, “What must I do to be saved?” In part 2 we started the steps that leads seekers for truth, to a saving relationship with Jesus; Repentance and Confession. In Part 8 we concluded the topic “Saved”of this series, and began the topic “Overcoming” which we will conclude today.

But whoso keepeth his word, in him verily is the love of God perfected: hereby know we that we are in him. He that saith he abideth in him ought himself also so to walk, even as he walked.”

1 John 3:3-6 “And every man that hath this hope in him purifieth himself, even as he is pure. Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for sin is the transgression of the law. And ye know that he was manifested to take away our sins; and in him is no sin. Whosoever abideth in him sinneth not: whosoever sinneth hath not seen him, neither known him.”

And this is his commandment, That we should believe on the name of his Son Jesus Christ, and love one another, as he gave us commandment. And he that keepeth his commandments dwelleth in him, and he in him. And hereby we know that he abideth in us, by the Spirit which he hath given us.”

1 John 4:16 “And we have known and believed the love that God hath to us. God is love; and he that dwelleth in love dwelleth in God, and God in him.”
1 John 5:3 “For this is the love of God, that we keep his commandments: and his commandments are not grievous.”

Jude 24 “Now unto him that is able to keep you from falling, and to present you faultless before the presence of his glory with exceeding joy,”

Revelation 12:11 “And they overcame him (Satan vs. 9) by the blood of the Lamb, and by the word of their testimony; and they loved not their lives unto the death.”

Revelation 12:17 “And the dragon was wroth with the woman, and went to make war with the remnant of her seed, which keep the commandments of God, and have the testimony of Jesus Christ.”
