God’s Last Call for His people to come out of Babylon

Today’s subject – “The Lord is Coming – Are You Ready?” Part 2
Before we begin, let us pray…

Father in heaven, we thank you for Jesus Christ. Thank you for the Bible and the clear directions we have to guide us through the turbulent last days of this final generation as Jesus makes ready to come for His obedient people. Deception today is widespread, especially in the world of Christendom. Enlighten us in Jesus name, Amen. 

Every person that is alive today is serving Jesus Christ or they are serving Satan. That is the only two possibilities. Most people are self-serving, and that includes most Christians.
Jesus Himself said in Luke 18:8, “Nevertheless when the Son of man cometh, shall he find faith on the earth?”  

He also said in Matthew 22:14,   “For many are called, but few are chosen.”

Why is the Christian church in such a deplorable condition today? 

Now you may say Pastor Vaughn, not my church. We have a wonderful pastor and a great choir. Well I am sorry friend, but your church is in a deplorable situation regardless. Do you know the real reason why I can say that?

The reason is that most Christians know about Christ, but they don’t know Christ. How can I say that? I can say that because John the Apostle wrote that in scripture. Listen to these words in 1 John 2:3, 4. “And hereby we do know that we know him, if we keep his commandments.  

He that saith, I know him, and keepeth not his commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him.”

How do we know Him? The scripture says if we keep His commandments. Does your pastor teach the 4th commandment and keeping the 7th day Sabbath holy? You know he or she doesn’t and therefore does not know Jesus. John says they are therefore a liar. They withhold truth from their congregations. But it’s not only the pastor’s fault; it is also the members fault for not studying the Bible as if their eternal life is held in the balance, because it is.

When you mention the 4th commandment seventh-day Sabbath to your pastor, they will say one of two things, that displeases God and makes Satan happy.

1. They will say that the Ten Commandments have been nailed to the cross and we are not under that law anymore. OR
2. They will say it doesn’t matter which day you keep holy, as long as you keep one. 
In other words, they are saying that God was wrong and when He blessed the seventh day and made it holy in Eden on the seventh day of creation, before sin entered the world and over 2,000 years before there was a Jew. Whichever answer they give you, it is from the satanic scriptures. Both those answers serve the cause of Satan.

Do you realize that you have this one life to get it right? One of the worst satanic doctrines is the “Once saved, always saved,” doctrine, because it makes people think they can’t be lost even as they continue in sin. Everyone who promotes such a doctrine and everyone who believes it will be lost without exception.

No one will ever be taken to heaven that has one un-confessed and un-repented sin on their record.
When God kicked Satan and his angels out of heaven, he certainly is not going to bring sin back into heaven, to once again infect the universe.

If, as the pastors teach that the law was nailed to the cross, then they are saying that the law was done away with. If that is the case, then there is nothing to show me that I have sinned for the Bible says in 1 John 3:4 that sin is the transgression of the law. Without the law I would have no sin and if I have no sin I don’t need a Savior and if I don’t need a Savior than Jesus did not need to come and die. 

Do you see how ridiculous the pastor’s arguments are? Jesus came to die because of the broken law. Paul said in Romans 3:23 “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God; …” and in Romans 6:23 “For the wages of sin is death; …”
If you want to, you may go on believing that it doesn’t matter which day you worship, but that thinking puts you at cross purposes with the God of the universe. It does matter. Why? Because when He made the seventh day Sabbath holy, it was to be eternal.
You can read that in Isaiah 66:22, 23, “For as the new heavens and the new earth, which I will make, shall remain before me, saith the LORD, so shall your seed and your name remain. And it shall come to pass, [that] from one new moon to another, and from one sabbath to another, shall all flesh come to worship before me, saith the LORD.”

Did you hear that? When God re-creates this earth anew, all the saved human beings will come and worship Him every seventh day Sabbath throughout eternity. 
Will you be there? Do you think that worshipping God on the first day Sunday is honoring God? It is honoring the Papacy in Rome that changed God’s Sabbath to Sunday in the fourth century after Christ.

Protestant denominations today can trace their roots back to the reformation in the 16th century when those reformers came out of or were ex-communicated from the Roman Catholic Church.

All they ever knew was Sunday. In the 19th century a Baptist farmer turned pastor was largely responsible for the beginning of the Adventist movement. God led the Adventist movement to repair the breach made in His law and in 1864 they reinstated the seventh day Sabbath to its rightful place. God gave this movement its name Seventh-day Adventists.
Here’s what He had His prophet Isaiah write in Isa. 58:12-14. “And they that shall be of thee shall build the old waste places: thou shalt raise up the foundations of many generations; and thou shalt be called, The repairer of the breach, The restorer of paths to dwell in.  If thou turn away thy foot from the sabbath, from doing thy pleasure on my holy day; and call the sabbath a delight, the holy of the LORD, honourable; and shalt honour him, not doing thine own ways, nor finding thine own pleasure, nor speaking thine own words: Then shalt thou delight thyself in the LORD; and I will cause thee to ride upon the high places of the earth, and feed thee with the heritage of Jacob thy father: for the mouth of the LORD hath spoken it.”

God said “… turn away thy foot from the sabbath, from doing thy pleasure on my holy day; …”
Do you realize what God is saying? He’s saying stop trampling My holy day. Most of the Christian world is stomping all over God’s Sabbath by working or playing or shopping or going to sporting events or some other amusements.
Then on Sunday they get real holy for an hour or two. What will Jesus say to such hypocrites? I’ll tell you exactly what he’ll say as He said this in Matthew 7:23 “And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniquity.”

 What is iniquity? It is breaking God’s commandments, particularly the 4th regarding the seventh day Sabbath that God calls, “My Holy Day.”
We need to read the two previous verses, 21 & 22. “Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven.  Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works?”

Only Christians call Jesus Lord and He is saying many will not enter the kingdom of heaven because they do not do the will of the Father. What is the Father’s will? Psalm 40:8 says, “I delight to do thy will, O my God: yea, thy law [is] within my heart.” 

So God’s Law, keeping His Ten Commandments is the will of God. Doing the commandments is doing the will of the Father. What will be the result of doing or keeping the commandments? Revelation 22:14, “Blessed [are] they that do his commandments, that they may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in through the gates into the city.”
Commandments doers will be saved and have right to the New Jerusalem, but commandment breakers Jesus will say to them, “I NEVER KNEW YOU.”
Listen to what else Jesus said about God’s law, Matthew 5:18, 19 “For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled. Whosoever therefore shall break one of these least commandments, and shall teach men so, he shall be called the least in the kingdom of heaven: but whosoever shall do and teach [them], the same shall be called great in the kingdom of heaven.”
Jesus is saying that not one jot, which is a dotting of the i, or one tittle, which is a crossing of a t, will pass from the Ten Commandments before the heaven and earth passes. Heaven and earth have not passed since Jesus spoke that, so every one of the Ten Commandments is still in effect. Jesus stressed the point that those who break the commandments or teach others to break them, like pastors, that they shall be called least in the kingdom of heaven, which is a polite way of saying they will not be there.
Do you want to obey God and keep His Sabbath, or play church and obey man and keep the counterfeit Sabbath Sunday?

In Acts 5:29 Peter answers that question, “Then Peter and the [other] apostles answered and said, We ought to obey God rather than men.”

In many previous broadcasts I have invited you to come and spend God’s seventh day Sabbath with us. Going to church on Saturday may seem strange, but it is the only day of the week that God blessed and made holy. He sanctified it, which means He set it apart from the six working days for holy use. Misguided men in the fourth century did what God Himself could not do; change the Sabbath to the first day of the week. God is calling His people to come out of error and put His Sabbath back where it belongs.
