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BELIEVE IT OR NOT: THERE IS HOPE
God is so wonderful and He is worthy to be praised.  Initially, I had a sermon that had a topic of “What the End is for the Wicked” and also, “What Will Happen to the Smooth-Preaching Preachers.”  While talking to the Lord, I even said thy will not mine be done and before I could finish what I was working on, I was taken another way.  

HOPE: WHAT WE HAVE IN CHRIST.  OUR HOPE IS CHRIST.

HOPE: THE EXPECTATION WE HAVE IN CHRIST.  CHRIST IS OUR

            EXPECTATION.  

 Philippians 2:13

God urges us (not by force) to surrender all to Him and then, there we have eternal hope in God. 

Colossians 1: 3 – 5

Brothers and sisters in Christ, we should be praying for one another which are where we need to be in Christ today as they did in the early church.

Do we pray or are we praying for one another?  If we are, once again, That is HOPE.  God honors the prayers of those grandmothers for their grandchildren and God honors those “sincere” prayers of mothers for their sons and daughters.

Colossians 1: 5 – 6, 9 – 17

Listen with me to II Timothy 4:8.  God wants us, even us, in Heaven, in Jesus’ name. AMEN.  That is HOPE.   

What is the first thing that Satan tries after you take a stand or after you hear a touching sermon as we heard two Sabbaths ago from God through Pastor?  What is the first thing that Satan will try after God has blessed you tremendously?  Satan tries to put in that trace of doubt, that question that causes you to wonder whether your blessings come from God or from the adversary.  

 But do not despair, read Psalms 121: verses1and 2.  
Two Sabbaths ago, Pastor spoke of lifting one another up in conversation or not speaking of them at all.  Not much longer after Divine Worship, I found myself in conversation on an incident which I witnessed firsthand on the West Coast.  Now, let’s see here, not to get off the subject of Hope but to try to understand, turn with me to Titus 2: 11.

To obey God, we must first be aware of His Will.  The verses just read were very plain and clear.  I asked God to forgive me if I spoke on things of my trip that I thought were a disgrace to God’s remnant church.  After reflecting on the Pastor’s sermon, the Spirit convicted me that I spoke to a degree beyond what was necessary.   I will not deny that the Church is in trouble, but with God’s help, I will pray more before I say more.  

INCIDENT AT LOEWS
Once again, we much look to the hills from whence cometh our help.  Remember, WE Have Hope in Christ, our Steadfast and Sure Anchor.

Put them in mind to be subject to principalities and powers, to obey magistrates, to be ready to every good work, 2 to speak evil of no man, to be no brawlers, but gentle, shewing all meekness unto all men.

3 For we ourselves also were sometimes foolish, disobedient, deceived, serving divers lusts and pleasures, living in malice and envy, hateful, and hating one another.

4 But after that the kindness and love of God our Saviour toward man appeared, 5 not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost; 6 which he shed on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Saviour; 7 that being justified by his grace, we should be made heirs according to the hope of eternal life. 8 This is a faithful saying, and these things I will that thou affirm constantly, that they which have believed in God might be careful to maintain good works. These things are good and profitable unto men.

Avoid useless arguments

9 But avoid foolish questions, and genealogies, and contentions, and strivings about the law; for they are unprofitable and vain. 10 A man that is an heretic after the first and second admonition reject; 11 knowing that he that is such is subverted, and sinneth, being condemned of himself.

Psalm 9:9

The Lord also will be a refuge for the oppressed, a refuge in times of trouble.
