Today’s subject is: Creation’s Creators
Last week, the point was established that the Bible can be trusted as God’s infallible Word. Evolutionists spin many theories about how things came to be. But God has told us how everything came to be in the first five words of Genesis. “In the beginning God created….” That’s it. In five words God has torpedoed every other explanation of men into the depths of the nothingness that they came from. 

But let’s look at some amazing facts about creation. First of all, all three members of the Godhead were present at creation. Gen.1:2 “…And the Spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters.” Gen 1:26 “And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness:…” here we have God the Father and God the Son discussing the creation of man. “Let Us…in Our image…” There is no singular God spoken here. The Hebrew word for God is (elohiym), which is the plural of the word (elowahh) which means the Diety God. So what we have here and each time you see the word God in any verse of the first five chapters of Genesis, is (elohiym) a unity of Divine Beings.

Among creationists, there are some who would like to think that creation took eons of time. God foreknew this problem would arise, so He had Moses to write that each day of creation was a 24 hour period by stating that it had an evening and a morning. You can find that in Genesis chapter 1. After creating light and dividing light from day, verse 5 reads “And the evening and the morning were the first day”.  Then He separated the atmospheric heaven from the earth and Verse 8 reads “And the evening and the morning were the second day”.  He then made the dry land appear and filled it with vegetation. Verse 13 reads “And the evening and the morning were the third day. On the next day God created the sun to rule the day and the moon to rule the night and he made the stars appear. Verse 19 reads “And the evening and the morning were the fourth day”. God then created the sea life and the birds. Verse 23 reads “And the evening and the morning were the fifth day”. Then God made the animal life and our first parents in the image of God. And finally in verse 31 “And the evening and the morning were the sixth day”. 

And for those who believe that Creation took longer than six days, He even had David write about the speed of the Lord’s creative power in Psalms 33: verse 6 “By the word of the LORD were the heavens made; and all the host of them by the breath of his mouth…” and verse 9 “For he spake, and it was done; he commanded, and it stood fast.” Friends, God spoke things into existence. 24 hours is ample time for God to have accomplished what is verified in the account of creation. If your church is leaning towards evolution, then maybe you ought to seriously think about where you spend your worship time. God’s Word clearly states that His creation of this planet with the sun and moon took six days, culminating in a 24 hour rest He made for man, a day He blessed and made holy. God’s Word says it, that settles it. The Bible needs no man to explain creation any clearer then the Holy Spirit did in His inspired prophet. 

Now notice something interesting about each day, the dark part of the day comes first, followed by the light part. Days began at sundown. It was well after the time of Christ, that days were changed to starting after midnight. So each day of creation then had an evening and a morning. Two entities of time declared to be one day (The Hebrew word for one is echad and means unity). 

In Deut. 6:4 it states “Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God is one LORD:” The Hebrew  words are “…The LORD (Yehovah) our God (elohiym – plural) is one (echad – meaning unity) ” It does not mean absolute oneness as many Jews claim, rather a unity of Beings.

There is a very interesting thing to ponder about that first creation week that had six working days and the seventh day for rest from labor and worship of the God of creation. And that is that the whole concept of a seven day week of time originated there in Eden. The year is the length of time the earth makes one full revolution around the sun. The month is the length of time the moon makes one full revolution around the earth. The day is the length of time the earth makes one full revolution on its axis. But there is no astronomical explanation for the week. The weekly cycle of seven literal days, which has been preserved and brought down through Bible history, originated in the great fact of the first seven days.

Now let’s take a close look at who was the active Creator agent of the Godhead in the creation. Look at John 1:1-3. “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. The same was in the beginning with God.  All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was made.  Verse 14 “And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,)…” Note, the Word was from the beginning, was with God and is God. The Word made ALL things and He became flesh, the only begotten of the Father. It could only be Jesus. 

Now let’s look at companion Scriptures that make it clear that Jesus our Redeemer, was also our Creator. Heb. 1:1,2 “God… Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds.” Paul makes it clear that the Father God made the worlds by His Son Jesus. 

Next- 1 Cor. 8:6 “But to us there is but one God, the Father, of whom are all things, and we in him; and one Lord Jesus Christ, by whom are all things, and we by him.” 

Then in Col. 1:12-16 “Giving thanks unto the Father, …and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son:  …For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by him (Jesus), and for him.” 

Continuing, Eph. 3:9 “And to make all men see what is the fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of the world hath been hid in God, who created all things by Jesus Christ.” God’s Word states it so clearly. Jesus was both our Redeemer and Creator.

So what about the educated evolutionists and their conceived theories? God covers them with 1 Cor. 3:19. “For the wisdom of this world is foolishness with God.” And… 2 Tim. 3:7 “Ever learning, and never able to come to the knowledge of the truth.”

To the sincere searcher of truth, God has given the facts in His word. Just as God does not force salvation on anyone, neither does He force the truth revealed in Scriptures on anyone. “In the beginning God created.” The explanation of the origin of all things is thereby completed.

Now turn to Nehemiah 9 for some final revelations about Jesus. Neh. 9:6 “Thou, even thou, art LORD alone; thou hast made heaven, the heaven of heavens, with all their host, the earth, and all things that are therein, the seas, and all that is therein…” Verse 6 is speaking of Jesus the Creator. 

Verse 11 “And thou didst divide the sea before them, so that they went through the midst of the sea on the dry land; and their persecutors thou threwest into the deeps, as a stone into the mighty waters.” It was Jesus who parted the Red Sea. 

Verse 12 “Moreover thou leddest them in the day by a cloudy pillar; and in the night by a pillar of fire, to give them light in the way wherein they should go.” It was Jesus in the pillar of fire. 

Verse 13,14 “Thou camest down also upon mount Sinai, and spakest with them from heaven, and gavest them right judgments, and true laws, good statutes and commandments:  And madest known unto them thy holy sabbath, and commandedst them precepts, statutes, and laws, by the hand of Moses thy servant:”

It was Jesus on Mt. Sinai who wrote the commandments in stone. Friends, this is mind boggling. The very same Jesus who hung on the cross was the one on Mt. Sinai that wrote the commandments in stone with his finger.

It was Jesus in John 14:15 who said, “If ye love me, keep my commandments.” There are Christians who actually believe that Jesus nailed the Ten Commandments to the cross. But He never declared that to be so and He made the point that obedience to the Ten Commandments would show our love for Him. In Matthew 5:17-18 Jesus declared the perpetuity of the Ten Commandments when He said, “Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfil. For verily I say unto you, Till heaven and earth pass, one jot or one tittle shall in no wise pass from the law, till all be fulfilled.  

Be careful how you stand on God’s moral law the Ten Commandments. In the verses we just read, Jesus said He did not come to do away with the law, rather He came to fulfil the righteous requirements to show us as our example that we too can keep those commandments. He further stated that they would remain in tact until this heaven and earth has passed away. That hasn’t happened yet so we are very much expected to keep His commandments. We keep them not to be saved, but we keep them because we are saved and we love God and never wish to displease Him.

If anyone ever teaches you that the commandments were done away with, Jesus added a fearful warning in verse 19. “Whosoever therefore shall break one of these least commandments, and shall teach men so, he shall be called the least in the kingdom of heaven: but whosoever shall do and teach them, the same shall be called great in the kingdom of heaven.” 

So today we have learned that all three members of the Godhead were present at Creation, that Jesus was the active agent in creating everything for the Father, and that He was the one at Mt. Sinai who gave Moses the Ten Commandments, then in coming to the earth as a man declared their perpetuity.
