Today’s message is “1844” - Part 1 
Before we begin, let us seek God’s guidance, “Heavenly Father, as we start this new series on the message of 1844, we need the guidance of the Holy Spirit as this is one of the most important prophecies of Jesus, the atonement process, and is so relevant to our understanding. So Lord, help the people realize exactly what is at stake in everyone’s decision regarding this matter as we ask in Jesus Name, Amen.”
Right now, I continue to keep my pledge, to cry aloud and spare not, to lift up my voice like a trumpet and to show God’s people where they are transgressing God’s law.
As announced, today’s subject is 1844. What has 1844 got to do with anything anyway? Does your pastor ever do a sermon on 1844? Do you know how the Bible reveals 1844? And do you even know why 1844 is so important to your salvation? Did you know that 1844 was a key year in the atonement process? I dare say that your answers to these questions would be, “I don’t know; no; no; no; and no.” If your church is not preaching the relevance of 1844 to your salvation, you’re in the wrong church. While professed Christians are swinging and swaying with the contemporary Christian rock music, dancing and shouting and getting all caught up in emotionalism, Satan is busy stealing your souls. What ever time the pastors are using to preach the so called smooth sermons, they are engaged in deception after deception and withholding the truth that can put you on the narrow road that leads to the heavenly city. A close friend of mine told me recently that he ran into a friend of his that pastors a Sunday keeping church. He asked him why he was still preaching on Sunday when he knew perfectly well that God’s seventh day Sabbath is Saturday? What was his friends answer? He said because that’s where the money is. Just like Esau, he is selling his soul for a bowl of pottage, and deceiving his congregation in the process.

1844 was the fulfillment of one of the most important events that happened in heaven. So let’s open our Bibles and discover what this event was and how we arrived at that special year.
Everyone knows that the death of Jesus on the cross was the sacrifice which provides for the atonement of our sins. To that there is no dispute. All Christian denominations are in agreement. The disagreement lies in the deception taught by all the evangelicals and most of the other Christian denominations where they say that that was all that was necessary in the atonement. But what they are missing out on is the sterling truth that that was only the first phase of the atonement process. Yes the atonement is a process that will not end until the end of human probation, when Jesus our high priest finishes the investigative judgment which is going on in heaven right now and has been in process since 1844.


Paul makes a most important statement in the book of Hebrews chapter 8, verses 1 & 2 in these regards. He stated, "Now of the things which we have spoken this is the sum:  We have such an high priest, who is set on the right hand of the throne of the Majesty in the heavens: A minister of the (what?) sanctuary, and of the true tabernacle, which the Lord pitched, and not man."  


Here we are told that we have a high priest, Jesus Christ.  He's a minister in the true sanctuary in heaven. Does your church teach about the sanctuary in heaven and how it relates to the former earthly sanctuary? If you don’t understand the truth about 1844, then I can say with a certainty, that your church does not teach one of the most important Bible doctrines of the last days.


What happened in 31 AD? You should know the answer to this question. Jesus rose from the dead and 40 days later He ascended into heaven. But is that it? He just went into heaven and that’s all? No, when He ascended into heaven He began His mediatory work as our intercessor in the Holy part of the heavenly Sanctuary. Jesus perfectly and beautifully fulfilled the prophecies of Daniel 9:20-27. Listen as I read, “9:20   And whiles I was speaking, and praying, and confessing my sin and the sin of my people Israel, and presenting my supplication before the LORD my God for the holy mountain of my God;  

  9:21   Yea, whiles I was speaking in prayer, even the man Gabriel, whom I had seen in the vision at the beginning, being caused to fly swiftly, touched me about the time of the evening oblation.  

  9:22   And he informed me, and talked with me, and said, O Daniel, I am now come forth to give thee skill and understanding.  

  9:23   At the beginning of thy supplications the commandment came forth, and I am come to show thee; for thou art greatly beloved: therefore understand the matter, and consider the vision.  

  9:24   Seventy weeks are determined upon thy people and upon thy holy city, to finish the transgression, and to make an end of sins, and to make reconciliation for iniquity, and to bring in everlasting righteousness, and to seal up the vision and prophecy, and to anoint the most Holy.  

  9:25   Know therefore and understand, that from the going forth of the commandment to restore and to build Jerusalem unto the Messiah the Prince shall be seven weeks, and threescore and two weeks: the street shall be built again, and the wall, even in troublous times.  

  9:26   And after threescore and two weeks shall Messiah be cut off, but not for himself: and the people of the prince that shall come shall destroy the city and the sanctuary; and the end thereof [shall be] with a flood, and unto the end of the war desolations are determined.  

9:27   And he shall confirm the covenant with many for one week: and in the midst of the week he shall cause the sacrifice and the oblation to cease, and for the overspreading of abominations he shall make it desolate, even until the consummation, and that determined shall be poured upon the desolate.”
Here is one of the most beautiful prophecies in the entire Bible that is so relevant to your understanding and so pertinent to your salvation. Is your church even teaching this part of Daniel? Or are we so busy getting caught up in swinging and swaying with the music and all the associated emotionalism causing us to just feel soooo good. I don’t mean to make light of your faith and sound so sarcastic, but brothers and sisters in Jesus, as it was in the days of Noah, where Satan had the world firmly in his hand and Noah’s end time message of salvation for his day was soundly rejected by the rebellion of those pre-flood fools; so here in the last days of the end times, the so-called Christian world is allowing Satan to control their destiny once again and the majority is caught up in rebellion against God. 
Jesus said through the prophet Isaiah in Isaiah 29:13 “… Forasmuch as this people draw near me with their mouth, and with their lips do honour me, but have removed their heart far from me, and their fear toward me is taught by the precept of men:”   The fulfillment of course is in Mark 7:6-8 where it reads, “He answered and said unto them, Well hath Esaias prophesied of you hypocrites, as it is written, This people honoureth me with their lips, but their heart is far from me.  Howbeit in vain do they worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men. For laying aside the commandment of God, ye hold the tradition of men...”
Jesus is calling His people of the last days to stop with the lip service and listen to the truth in His Word. In Hosea 4:6 Jesus said through the prophet Hosea, “My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge: because thou hast rejected knowledge, I will also reject thee, that thou shalt be no priest to me: seeing thou hast forgotten the law of thy God, I will also forget thy children.” He loves worship, but now is not the time for feel good swinging and swaying. The Christian church today is in a greater state of apostasy than ancient Israel ever was. We should be weeping between the porch and the altar for all of the abominations in our land and especially in the church. He wants us to study the Word as never before. I am amazed at how many Christians today are leaving their salvation to chance. In that situation, your odds of being lost are even greater than winning 10 million dollars in the Publisher’s Clearing House sweepstakes.

Most preachers wouldn’t preach what I preach.  They don’t want to upset you with truth. They don’t want you to take and leave the church and take your money with you. They would rather entertain you, make you feel good, and let you believe your salvation is assured.
I know that most people will reject my messages which come straight from the Bible. But that’s all right; God never put me here on this radio program to be a man pleaser. It doesn’t matter what you even think of me. What is important is to preach the straight truth of God’s Word and by His grace that is what I will do until I take my last breath. We have a record of straight truth preachers in the Bible who told it like it is. Isaiah was sawn in half, they chopped off the head of John the Baptist, Paul was stoned, Peter was crucified upside down and John was boiled in oil, but without effect. That’s what the straight truth does to the messengers. I preach the straight truth for one reason and that is to wake God’s people up to their true spiritual condition. God wants us all to be saved, but our salvation can not be on our terms. We are to do what it says in 2 Timothy 2:15, “Study to show thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.”  
We will continue to do that in the weeks ahead at Awesome Truths and Amazing Facts. It seems like we just get started and the clock on the wall says time is up for this week. Next week we will elaborate more fully on the message on “1844” part 2, and why it is significant to all Christians.
