Today’s message is “1844” - Part 2 
Before we begin, let us seek God’s guidance, “Heavenly Father, as we continue this 2 part series on the message of 1844, we need the guidance of the Holy Spirit as this is one of the most important prophecies of Jesus, the atonement process, and is so relevant to our understanding. So Lord, help the people realize exactly what is at stake in everyone’s decision regarding this matter as we ask in Jesus Name, Amen.”
Right now, I continue to keep my pledge, to cry aloud and spare not, to lift up my voice like a trumpet and to show God’s people where they are transgressing God’s law.
Last week we began the subject 1844 and I made the statement that an understanding of the year 1844 is relevant to your salvation as 1844 was the fulfillment of one of the most important events that happened in heaven. 
We read Daniel 9:20-27 and discovered that the angel Gabriel came to give Daniel an understanding of the Daniel 8:14 prophecy, which says, “Unto two thousand and three hundred days; then shall the sanctuary be cleansed.”

Since this is a prophecy and it involves time, we must translate the 2,300 days to literal time. Numbers 14:34 and Ezekiel 4:6 God tells us that He appoints a literal year for a prophetic day. Therefore Daniel’s prophecy of 2300 days is a literal 2,300 years from a certain year in history, until the sanctuary would be cleansed. What we need to know is when the 2300 years began to find when it concluded. Then we need to know what is meant by the cleansing of the sanctuary. To find these answers, we need to look once again in Daniel chapter 9 for the starting point.
Verse 27 says, “Know therefore and understand, that from the going forth of the commandment to restore and to build Jerusalem unto the Messiah the Prince shall be seven weeks, and threescore and two weeks: the street shall be built again, and the wall, even in troublous times.  

The key is the commandment to rebuild Jerusalem. Daniel and the Jews were held captives in Babylon since 605 BC when Nebuchadnezzar, king of Babylon besieged the city Jerusalem and left it in ruins. The time of the Daniel 9 vision and interpretation by Gabriel was 538 BC and the Jews were near the end of their 70 year captivity. The Medes and Persians would soon overthrow Babylon. Turning to the book of Ezra, we find that there were three decrees by three different kings. The first decree was made by Cyrus, king of Persia in 537 BC, Ezra 1:1-3. The second decree was made in 520 BC by Darius, Ezra 6:1, 8, and 11. Both these decrees were only to rebuild the temple. The third decree was made by King Artaxerxes in the fall of 457 BC and it was to rebuild the city of Jerusalem. Ezra 6:14; 7:11-13, 16, 21, 23 & 27. The city was completed in 408 BC, 49 years after the third decree.

Now let’s look at the two parts of the 2300 year prophecy. First Daniel     9:24 “Seventy weeks are determined upon thy people and upon thy holy city, to finish the transgression, and to make an end of sins, and to make reconciliation for iniquity, and to bring in everlasting righteousness, and to seal up the vision and prophecy, and to anoint the most Holy.” This tells us that a period of 70 prophetic weeks is to be cut off from the 2300 prophetic days. 70 weeks would be 490 days; (70 x 7). 490 prophetic days would be 490 literal years. Verse 24 is a period of probationary time where the Jewish nation must finish the transgression, and to make an end of sins, and to make reconciliation for iniquity, and to bring in everlasting righteousness, and to seal up the vision and prophecy, and to anoint the most Holy. If they didn’t comply with all those conditions, they were to be cut off as the chosen people. Adding 490 years to 457 BC, it would take us to the year 27 AD. Keep 27 AD in mind as we read verse 25 once more.

9:25 “Know therefore and understand, that from the going forth of the commandment to restore and to build Jerusalem unto the Messiah the Prince shall be seven weeks, and threescore and two weeks: the street shall be built again, and the wall, even in troublous times.”


This verse tells us that from the issuance of the decree until the Messiah Jesus would be seven weeks, 49 prophetic days or 49 literal years, the time it took to rebuild Jerusalem, plus 62 weeks or 434 prophetic days which equals 434 literal years. Adding 49 years to the 434 years we would come to the fall of AD 27. What happened in the fall of AD 27? The arrival of Messiah the Prince, Jesus was baptized in the river Jordan and began His public ministry.

Now look at verses 26 & 27. Daniel 9:26 & 27 reads, “And after threescore and two weeks shall Messiah be cut off, but not for himself: and the people of the prince that shall come shall destroy the city and the sanctuary; and the end thereof shall be with a flood, and unto the end of the war desolations are determined. And he shall confirm the covenant with many for one week: and in the midst of the week he shall cause the sacrifice and the oblation to cease, and for the overspreading of abominations he shall make it desolate, even until the consummation, and that determined shall be poured upon the desolate.”

Verse 26 says that Messiah was to be cut off. Verse 27 says that He will confirm the covenant for one week, which is 7 prophetic days, meaning 7 literal years. Then verse 27 says that in the middle of the week, He shall cause the sacrifice to cease. That means in the middle of the 7 year period, Jesus would be crucified and end the system of animal sacrifice that always pointed to the sacrifice of the Lamb of God. 3-1/2 years after Jesus was baptized in the fall of 27 AD, He was crucified in the spring of 31 AD; right on schedule. And when Jesus ascended to heaven in 31 AD, He began His role as our Great High Priest and Mediator in the Holy part of the Heavenly Sanctuary. 

All right now, this left 3-1/2 years remaining in the 490 year probationary period of the Jews. The apostles of Jesus were to preach the gospel to the Jews in the sliver of time remaining. Then in the fall of AD 34 something happened. The brilliant deacon/evangelist Stephen was stoned and the gospel was then to go to the Gentile world. There was only one way that the Jews could be saved and that was by accepting Jesus as Lord and Savior. 
 The 490 year period that was cut off from the 2300 years left 1810 years until the cleansing of the sanctuary. Adding 1810 years to AD34 brings us to the fall of 1844. The cleansing of the earthly sanctuary was done on the annual Day of Atonement. All through the year, the Jews brought a perfect animal sacrifice that was to be the substitute innocent one that would pay for their sins. The Bible says in 1 John 3:4, “Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for sin is the transgression of the law.” So the Bible definition of sin is breaking any of God’s commandments. What is the penalty for sin? Romans 6:23 “For the wages of sin is death.” That means that the sinner is lost and must die, unless there is a sinless substitute that could die in his place. The Jewish sinner brought a lamb without spot, confessed his sin on the lamb’s head, thereby transferring his sin to the lamb. He then had to cut the throat of the innocent lamb to shed its blood and cause its death. The Bible tells us in Hebrews 9:22 that there is no remission of sin without the shedding of blood. So all during the year the animals were sacrificed and the blood was carried by the priest into the holy part of the sanctuary where the sins were transferred. 

Then on the Day of Atonement the high priest would enter the most holy place in the sanctuary where he would make atonement with the blood of the Lord’s goat. If God accepted the sacrifice, the sins of Israel were forgiven and the sanctuary was cleansed. The high priest then transferred all that sin to the head of the scapegoat. The scapegoat was then led by a fit man into the wilderness where it would perish.

In John 1:29, John the Baptist declared as Jesus came to be baptized. “Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world.”  Jesus was that innocent Lamb of God, who took our sins upon Him and became our substitute so that we did not need to die the second death. He was our sacrifice and when He ascended to heaven, He was our High Priest, ministering in the Holy Part of the heavenly sanctuary. Then in 1844, on the anti-typical Day of Atonement of October 22nd, Jesus entered the Most Holy Place to begin the work of investigative judgment where every case of every person who has ever lived on planet earth would be decided for eternity. That judgment scene is described in Daniel 7:9, 10, “I beheld till the thrones were cast down, and the Ancient of days did sit, (that’s God the Father) whose garment was white as snow, and the hair of his head like the pure wool: his throne was like the fiery flame, and his wheels as burning fire. A fiery stream issued and came forth from before him: thousand thousands ministered unto him, and ten thousand times ten thousand stood before him: the judgment was set, and the books were opened.”    

Why is this important to you? Because there are those who say the atonement ended at the cross with the sacrifice of Jesus. That is not true, because Jesus carried the blood of His sacrifice to the heavenly sanctuary to continue the process of the atonement. Our sins have been covered by His blood, but they will not be removed from the sanctuary until the investigative judgment is completed and Jesus ends His role as High Priest. At that time, all the forgiven sin of all the saved of all the ages will be placed on the head of Satan and then Satan will pay the ultimate penalty and be destroyed, along with his angels and all the lost of all the ages, which for the lost sinners, will be their second death.

You have your choice, choose to be lost and die your second death, or choose Jesus and He would have died your second death on the cross. But make no mistake, Jesus cannot save us if we are still sinning when the probationary period we are in now, comes to an end. 
Well the clock on the wall says time is up for this week. Next week I will take you to Gethsemane in a way that you will feel the sufferings encountered by our Savior so long ago.
If you would like to be obedient to God’s Word and keep all of His commandments, by starting to keeping His 4th commandment, keeping holy His seventh day Sabbath that He said to remember, then come to the Victory Everlasting Gospel Church in South Hill, at 139 Country Lane about one mile down from the Cracker Barrel on the right.
